CHAPTER VI

Summary

This land use plan has been prepared as a planning guide for Munson Township, Geauga County, Ohio.  It contains current land use information needed to understand development, possible trends, and how future growth will impact the township.  The plan reinforces the original township plan that was created in 1978.  It presents, in text and map illustrations, the township’s plan for its future development, including the preferred locations for various uses of land and for physical improvements.

The focus of the plan is to serve as a guide for the further development of the land in Munson Township for the next two decades.  The rapid growth occurring in Geauga County and the township suggests that a continuing review of the plan would be prudent in anticipation of a wide range of development issues that will be faced.  The successful resolution of future issues will require proper actions based on the guidance of this plan.  Some of the issues requiring further study have been identified.

In general, the land use plan emphasizes preservation of the natural environment and many other features which are so important to the character of the community and to the well-being of its residents.  In several sections, attention is given to rural character and to the open spaces that the Township’s residents have expressed a strong desire to preserve.  The plan identifies these critical features and urges continued efforts by public and private agencies and residents to find new means and methods for protection of the natural environment.

Projection of additional facilities and services needed by the growing community is also made and will need future assessment.  It is expected that focus on the local tax base will be needed to support the growth of services.

This plan will be useful to not only the local officials who are responsible for its implementation, but to outside organizations, homeowners, developers, and investors to whom the community’s goals are important.  It is expected that Munson Township will strive to realize these goals and will seek the cooperation of all concerned.
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
