
The park board meeting was called to order at 5:30pm with the following members present: Jon Schroeter, Michael Roche, Tim Kearns, Patti Palcic, Barbara Parkinson, and John Kaczynski. Also in attendance: Trustees Frank Gliha and Andy Bushman, Community Day Chair Paula Friebertshauser and township secretary Judy Toth. Park Board members Joe Rosboril and Enzo Perfetto were absent.

The park board held a workshop on February 14 at 5:30pm at the township hall to hear two playground equipment presentations. 

Motion by Barbara Parkinson to accept the minutes from February 21, 2007 as written, seconded by John Kaczynski. Motion unanimous.  

Community picnic coordinator Paula Friebertshauser passed out a schedule, activities list, and committee task list, and reviewed the events and vendors that were confirmed or in the process of being confirmed for the picnic. The board agreed to begin the picnic at noon and hold the drawing for the raffles at 4:30pm. The board approved two inflatables and discussed volunteers for the dunk tank. The juggler was not approved as an opening act for the magic show as the board felt the cost was too high for a ten-minute performance. Barbara Parkinson moved and Patti Palcic seconded to approve a Bose radio as the grand prize. Roll call vote: Ms. Parkinson, yes; Ms. Palcic, yes; Mr. Kaczynski, abstain, Mr. Roche, no; Mr. Schroeter, no; Mr. Kearns, no. Motion denied. After discussion, it was the consensus of the board to give a flat screen television as the grand prize. Walmart will be contacted for a donation and a decision made at the April meeting on the size. The board discussed a 50-50 raffle and agreed that the winner must be in attendance to claim the prize. Free raffle tickets for donations of food and supplies for the animal shelter was also discussed. The animal shelter will be contacted. Mrs. Friebertshauser went over the responsibilities of the subcommittees and asked each group to report on its progress at the next meeting. New member Mike Roche was not assigned to a committee and offered to help wherever needed. 

The board reviewed a quote of $3,200, or $1,100 per pavilion, for a concrete base for the three 14’ x 14’ pavilions, located at Nero and Scenic River. 

A concrete contractor inspected the slab (footer) at Nero and advised it is in good enough shape to be fixed. Long range plans are to seal the slab and put up a 40’ x 50’ pavilion. The remaining area could be used for basketball. The chimney needs to be inspected to determine if it is worth keeping.

The board approved removal of scrub plants at the Nero Park to create an open grassy area as the first project of the year.

Motion by Patti Palcic to end the meeting at 6:30pm, seconded by John Kaczynski. Motion unanimous.

The next regular meeting will be Wednesday, April 18, 2007 at 5:30 pm at the township hall. Board members are asked to e-mail their recommendations for playground improvements to the chairman prior to the meeting.
