
The park board meeting was called to order at 5:42pm with the following members present: Jon Schroeter, Michael Roche, Tim Kearns, Patti Palcic, Enzo Perfetto, Joe Rosboril, and John Kaczynski. Also in attendance: Trustee Andy Bushman. Park Board member Barbara Parkinson was absent.

Motion by Joe Rosboril to accept the minutes from March 21, 2007 as written, seconded by Enzo Perfetto, with a unanimous vote.  Motion carried.
The board was asked to approve a split rail fence for a parking lot at the corner of Sherman and Auburn Roads for the Scenic River Retreat. The fence will be located across the back of the lot and along the north side next to the river. The other side will be landscaped with trees and bushes.  The parking lot will provide access from Auburn Road to the Scenic River trails. 
Motion by Tim Kearns to put in a split rail fence along the length of the rear of the parking lot and on the north side by the river with bushes on the other side, seconded by Patti Palcic, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.
Mr. Kearns reported that the Trustees approved the concrete pads for the four new pavilions.

Enzo Perfetto agreed to look at the existing 44 ft. x 100 ft. concrete pad at Nero Preserve and to mock up a price to have it sealed. He will also look at options to build a building over the pad on a scale comparable to the lodge at The Rookery for possible construction in September if it is within the budget. Otherwise, construction will be delayed until next year.
Mr. Kearns met on site with Rachel Webb of the Chagrin River Watershed Partners and representatives from the Ohio EPA for approval of a grant for the rain gardens. The rain gardens are a new requirement for commercial construction and will be constructed at the Scenic River and Nero Preserve at the site of the new pavilions. He noted that the plants are expensive and the township will look for ways to save costs. Munson will be the first township to install the rain gardens, and Geauga Soil and Water plans to use Munson as a prototype for the county. 

Playground Equipment. A high percentage of the board liked the equipment from Playworld.  Mr. Kearns will check into the measurements and will also look into some basic items from Burke. The $800 cost includes construction supervision which will remove the liability from the township. 
Rick Sommers, developer for the Nottingham Woods Subdivision, would like to donate a hill full of topsoil, to be used to repair the ball fields at the Munson Township Park on Bass Lake Road and for other township endeavors. 

Motion by Patti Palcic to present the opportunity to the trustees, seconded by Jon Schroeter, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried. The board discussed spending township funds for private property endeavors. The board will ask Mr. Somers if he can truck the topsoil to the township. 
Motion by Michael Roche to end the meeting at 7:00pm, seconded by Joe Rosboril, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.
The next regular meeting will be Wednesday, May 16, 2007 at 5:30 pm at the township hall. The Community Day committees will be asked to report on their progress at the next meeting.
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
