The minutes of the August 18, 2010 meeting were approved unanimously.

Klatka Property

Kearns reported that a study is needed to determine potential asbestos for removal. The outbuildings and barn will be torn down. Jim Teichman wants to keep the house foundation stones for future projects.

Projects

The only project now is the electric at Scenic River Retreat. Monies have been approved for trenching and installing the line.

Tennis Courts

The courts have cracks that need attention before winter. Rosboril and Kearns will research do-it-yourself patching products vs. hiring a contractor to perform the work.

Eagle Scout Projects

One Scout is working on the stairs at Nero Nature Preserve linking the upper and bottom parking lots; he is using the services of a professional contractor.


Another Scout is almost finished with the kiosk for Munson Township Park that will be placed near Pavilion #2. Bluemmel arrived. A thicker Plexiglas is being used; if it is tough enough for our needs, then we will consider the product for the rest of the park kiosks.


Another Scout wants to work on the trails at Nero Nature Preserve.


A fourth Scout is clearing out the natural area behind Pavilion #2 at Munson Township Park.

Nero Nature Preserve

A discussion was held about colored markers for the trail. We need to look at the trail before making any decision. A work session for Park Board members and friends is scheduled for Sunday, October 10 at 9 a.m., with a rain date for Sunday, October 17. Needed for the work session are loppers, clippers, bow or folding saws, chain saw. Rosboril will ask the Boy Scouts who need service hours to help.

Restroom Facilities

Kearns continues to research options.

Vehicle Counter

Kearns presented the idea of obtaining a vehicle counter so that we know the usage our parks are getting; we will know which ones need our expanded efforts and which ones we need to work on advertising their existence. Kearns moved, seconded by Marn, to request buying a pressure hose vehicle counter not to exceed $600. Passed 4-0-3 (Bluemmel, Kaczynski, Parkinson).

Events Subcommittee

Rosboril reintroduced a previous idea of creating a subcommittee to plan events for more activities at our parks. The idea was approved by consensus. At the October Board meeting, we need to answer the question of do we or do we not want an events subcommittee. Board members will check with potential candidates interested in serving on such a committee.

Tennis Courts

Schroeter moved, seconded by Kaczynski, that we repair the tennis courts, the cost not to exceed $3,000.00. Passed unanimously.

Flea Market

Schroeter reported that 44 vendors have signed up; the weather looks to be ideal. The Boy Scouts will be selling refreshments.

Fishing Derby

Bluemmel wants to move the fishing derby back to May, before the Memorial Day weekend.
