MUNSON TOWNSHIP TRUSTEES REGULAR MEETING

The meeting was called to order at 6:00pm by Chairman Frank Gliha with Trustees Todd Ray and Andy Bushman and Fiscal Officer Patricia A. Bayer present. The Pledge of Allegiance was recited. Correspondence was available for review. Fifth Third Warrant 1216 dated 10/11/06 totaling $5,601.56 was signed to transfer EMS collections from the Fifth Third lockbox to Middlefield Bank. 

MINUTES

Mr. Ray moved and Mr. Gliha seconded to approve the minutes of September 26, 2006 as amended, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.

COMMUNITY ROOM
Let the record reflect the community room was used for a Cub Scout parents’ meeting (Baldwin) on October 1, 2006 at 5pm (fees waived).

Mr. Bushman moved and Mr. Ray seconded to approve the rental agreement for Girl Scout Troop 519 meetings (Giarelli) on September 29, October 6, November 3, and December 15, 2006 from 3-5pm, for approx.10 persons, and to waive the fees, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.

Resolution 2006-37 was made by Mr. Ray and seconded by Mr. Gliha to support the Geauga County Red Ribbon Campaign to increase public awareness of the harmful effects of substance abuse, with a unanimous vote. RESOLUTION 2006-38/FUND CERTIFICATION
Resolution 2006-38 was made by Mr. Gliha and seconded by Mr. Ray to request the county auditor to certify additional monies received in the General Fund (Estate Tax), Gasoline Tax Fund, Cemetery Fund, and Fire Operating and Apparatus Fund (expenses reimbursed for Hurricane Katrina deployment) and to place them in various line items in the Permanent Appropriation, with a unanimous vote. FIRE CHIEF’S REPORT

Chief Bernie Harchar met with Mr. Bushman regarding the fire contract. The ladder truck is still out of service.  The fire department is accepting cash donations from residents and local vendors for the Halloween open house at the fire station. To ensure the safety of the children, the

department will not accept candy donations. Chief Harchar informed the board it will be necessary to cancel the October 19 NIMS training here at the township hall as the instructor isn’t available. A date after the township association dinner will be planned.

ZONING INSPECTOR MEETINGS

Zoning Inspector Tim Kearns requested authorization to host the November Geauga County zoning inspectors’ meeting at the Munson Township Hall. The host township provides refreshments. Assistant Prosecutor Rebecca Schlag will address the zoning inspector’s and trustees’ roles in removing junk from properties. Because of the topic, trustees will also be invited to attend the meeting. 

Mr. Bushman moved and Mr. Ray seconded that Tim Kearns be allowed to spend up to $150 for the meeting of November 15 at 7pm for zoning inspectors and trustees from all townships, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.
OPC ZONING WORKSHOP

Mr. Bushman advised the OPC (Ohio Planning Conference) Cleveland Planning and Zoning Workshop will be held at Cleveland State University on Friday October 27 from 8-5pm.

Mr. Bushman moved and Mr. Ray seconded to allow up to 5 officials from the township, including the Zoning Commission and Board of Zoning Appeals members, to attend the OPC annual planning and zoning workshop on October 27 at a cost of $85 per person, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.
COURT REPORTER

The board addressed a memo dated September 20 from zoning secretary Paula Friebertshauser recommending Nayann Pazyniak for court reporting services for the Board of Zoning Appeals.

Mr. Ray moved and Mr. Gliha seconded to approve Nayann Pazyniak to do the court reporting at a rate of $50 per hour with an initial encumbrance of $500.00, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.
CEMETERY FEE SCHEDULE

Mr. Ray moved and Mr. Gliha seconded to approve the cemetery fee schedule dated October 10, 2006, as written, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried. [Cemetery Fee Schedule - Single Grave fee:  $200.00 resident, $1,000.00 non-resident. A Munson Township resident may purchase graves at the resident rate for their immediate family, defined as parents, spouse, spouse’s parents, and children. Plots may be purchased for siblings or grandparents with the rate determined by where they reside. Additional plots that are purchased for family members that are undetermined would be assessed at non-resident rates. Opening and closing of a grave (full burial): $250.00, Opening and closing of a grave (cremains): $75.00. Extra charge of $250 added for Saturday, Sunday or holiday, or after 3pm weekdays. Township will put in all foundations for headstones and veterans plaques, $60.00 single – up to 24” in length $120.00 double – 24” – 48”. Foundations over 48” in length will be time and materials–price to be set by sexton. No foundation charge for VA stone or plaque. Moving a headstone: $100.00 plus cost for new foundation. To have a body exhumed or moved: $500.00 paid in advance. Deed Transfer or Reissuing of Deed: $25.00. Copy of any Deed: $2.00.]
GEAUGA PARK DISTRICT HOLIDAY TREE DISPLAY

Office manager Judy Toth advised that the Geauga Park District is once again asking local agencies and municipalities to decorate a Christmas tree for display at the Meyer Center at Big Creek Park. The theme is the bicentennial and trees are to be decorated as they were in the past. 

Mr. Ray moved and Mr. Gliha seconded to approve Judy Toth’s participation in preparing a Munson Township holiday tree display of Geauga’s past at a cost for materials of up to $150.00, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.
ROAD REPORT
Road Superintendent Jim Teichman reported the township hall and maintenance buildings were painted.

OUTSIDE MEETINGS

For the record Mrs. Bayer informed the board that she hosted a meeting for fiscal officers for electronic reporting and payments for OPERS and IRS on October 5th. OPERS representative Ron Culpepper set up the process for Munson Township and addressed questions from the other fiscal officers.

Mr. Bushman attended a Geauga Safety Council meeting on October 6 on Fire Safety in the Workplace.
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CHARDON CITY WATER TREATMENT PLANT
Mr. Ray advised that Chardon City received the final approval for their plans for the water treatment plant to be located on Bass Lake Road in Munson Township and requested a meeting with the affected property owners. Munson will host a meeting on Monday, October 16 at 7pm at the township hall to give residents an opportunity to ask questions. The engineer will be available to discuss the plans.

Mr. Bushman moved and Mr. Ray seconded to approve the rental agreement for Munson Baseball League meetings (Lawrence) on Sundays, October 29, November 12, 19, 2006 from 8-10pm, approx. 20, and to waive the fees, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.

RESOLUTION 2006-39/FUND TRANSFER
Resolution 2006-39 was made by Mr. Gliha and seconded by Mr. Ray approve within fund transfers in the General Fund and Gasoline Tax Fund in the Permanent Appropriation, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried. [The resolution in its entirety is included on a separate page as part of the minutes.]

RESOLUTION 2006-40/FIRE CONTRACT ADDENDUM
Resolution 2006-40 was made by Mr. Gliha and seconded by Mr. Ray to approve an addendum to Article 14, Compensation for Services, of the Munson Fire Contract for an October contract payment in the amount of $72,500, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried. [The resolution in its entirety is included on a separate page as part of the minutes.]
FIRE CHIEF’S REPORT

Chief Bernie Harchar advised the monthly report was submitted. He anticipated an expense of $3,000 for the fire department Halloween open house and a cost of approximately $1,300 to repair the ladder truck. A pebble cracked the ceramic seal during water intake. The seal will cost $360 with an estimated 15 hours for labor. The Board asked for Mr. Harchar’s response to a letter from a resident requesting that the emergency squad use non-latex gloves to avoid allergic reactions.

ROAD REPORT
Road Superintendent Jim Teichman commented on the unusual snowfall October 23. He addressed a letter which the board received dated October 23, 2006 requesting “Slow-Children” signs on Quartermane Circle and Falls Road in Riverbend Subdivision. He recommended that one sign be placed at the entrance to the subdivision. He also had a request for “Slow-Children” signs on Wye and Rockhaven Roads. 

Mr. Bushman moved and Mr. Gliha seconded to erect signs on Quartermane Circle, Falls Road, Wye Road, and Rockhaven Road, a total of four “Slow-Children” signs. Roll call vote: Mr. Bushman, yes; Mr. Gliha, yes; Mr. Ray, no. Motion carried. The board discussed the placement of the signs on Wye and Rockhaven. Mr. Teichman addressed a letter from a resident asking for assistance to clear a blocked pipe on Parkside Road. The pipe is located on private property, but the overflow is affecting the road berm. The water is waist high. Mr. Teichman asked for authorization to go onto private property when the water recedes to correct the problem. The board advised him to get a liability release from the resident. Mr. Bushman will go with Mr. Teichman to view the problem and talk with the resident.

PLACEMENT OF ZONING MAP ON COUNTY GIS

The Board addressed a request from Zoning Inspector Tim Kearns to place the township zoning map on the county GIS system. Land Design has the current township zoning map on disk and needs authorization from the township trustees to release the data to the county. 

Mr. Gliha moved and Mr. Ray seconded to forward the disk to the Zoning Commission for their review, and with their concurrence as to its accuracy, it can be released to be put on the county GIS, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.
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OUTSIDE MEETINGS

Mr. Ray attended a Western Reserve Land Conservancy meeting on October 18 and a Pandemic Influenza meeting at Geauga Hospital on October 20. He reported that the meeting was from 9-10:30am and ended on schedule. 

OTHER BUSINESS

Resident Sophie Horvath informed the board that the Munson Township Park was vandalized; a basketball hoop was torn down and a vending machine was tipped over at the Emmons Pavilion. She observed hunters with guns entering the property adjacent to the park, which is owned by University Hospitals Health System. She inquired about the status of noise control legislation recently addressed in House Bill 385. Mr. Ray said he submitted copies of Lake County’s noise control regulations to the Geauga County Prosecutor’s office, which passed them on to the law director responsible for prosecution. The law director said if the township passed the legislation, he would not prosecute the violators based on limitations in the Ohio Revised Code. The board discussed revisiting the legislation as a possible deterrent and Mr. Gliha suggested that it be passed on to the zoning commission for review.
