The special meeting was called to order at 6:08pm by Chairman Todd Ray with Trustees Frank Gliha and Andy Bushman and Fiscal Officer Patricia Bayer present. The Pledge of Allegiance was recited. COMMUNITY ROOM RENTAL
Let the record reflect the Troop 91 Eagle Board of Review (Blankenship) met in the township kitchen on Thursday, September 27, 2007 from 6-8pm. Mr. Bushman moved and Mr. Gliha seconded to waive the fees, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried. 
RESOLUTION 2007-39/FUND TRANSFER

Resolution 2007-39 was made by Mr. Ray and seconded by Mr. Gliha for a within fund transfer in the permanent appropriation in the Fire Operating and Apparatus Fund, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.  [The resolution in its entirety is included on a separate page as part of the minutes.]
OFFICE RENOVATION AND EXPANSION 

The trustees went into a workshop with office renovations committee, Tim Kearns, Paula Friebertshauser, and Judy Toth (Jim Teichman was unable to attend) to discuss ideas for office expansion. Mr. Ray contacted two sources regarding a site plan for the township property. Land Design Consultants does site planning and consulting, including grade changes, but does not do architectural work. The owner, Frank Chorba, is a Munson resident and has offered to attend a meeting to hear the discussions in order to estimate how many hours would be needed. He would do the consulting work himself or assign one of his engineers at a cost of $76 to $103 per hour. Zoning Commission member Ed Hren will send a list of recommendations to the township. Mr. Hren is a civil engineer for municipalities. He advised that a site planner will help to evaluate the building, work with the community and go through the process with the township. He applauded the township for its groundwork in discussing needs and plans and visiting other sites. He suggested that the trustees interview planners and bring them into the process and recommended that the township choose an architect that is experienced in community projects. The committee has explored several options for adding on to the current building but has found no plan that is ideal. The board discussed building a separate office building on the township grounds. Tim Kearns advised that he has a contact who will do cad drawings of proposed layouts for discussion purposes. The board felt that they had already gone as far as they could with that option and that it was time to get the services of an architect. Mrs. Toth will contact the Ohio EPA to set up a site review for a septic system. Mr. Ray will contact Frank Chorba to attend the next workshop. Mr. Bushman will work with Tim Kearns to prepare a list of architects.

PUBLIC HEARING FOR ZONING AMENDMENT 2007-04
The public hearing was called to order at 6:00pm by Chairman Todd Ray with Trustees Frank Gliha and Andy Bushman present. Fiscal Officer Patricia Bayer was absent due to illness and the minutes were taken by Judy Toth. The Pledge of Allegiance was recited. 

Mr. Gliha moved and Mr. Ray seconded to waive the reading of the public notice published September 27, 2007 in the Geauga Maple Leaf, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried. 

Mr. Ray advised that the proposed amendment was available for the public to review from September 27 through October 9, 2007 and that the text amends Section 801.2 Conditional Use Standards and Section 1004 Prohibited Signs. The modification to Section 801.2 removes the necessity for homes in a flood prone district to renew their conditional use every five years. The modification to Section 1004 will allow Munson Township to place signs in the road right-of-way without going before the Board of Zoning Appeals. Mr. Ray read the letter from Geauga County Planning Director David Dietrich dated September 12 and the recommendations of the Munson Zoning Commission. Mr. Ray asked for additional discussion or comment from the public. There being none, the board signed Exhibit A.

Mr. Gliha moved and Mr. Bushman seconded to close the public hearing at 6:08pm, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.

REGULAR MEETING

All construction on a flood prone property is required to go before the board of zoning appeals. He said that his home and the accessory building are located on a portion of his property that is not in the flood prone area. He paid the variance fee plus the costs for the permits from Geauga Soil and Water and the building department and an additional $311 for the zoning certificate. He said the board of zoning appeals questioned why he needed to appear before them.

Mr. Ray noted that there was some cost incurred by the township because of the required process, but he was comfortable in refunding the fee in this case. It calls the township to review the language to see if it is possible to give some discretionary power to the zoning inspector. Mr. Gliha agreed to refund the fee. Mr. Bushman wanted to talk to the zoning inspector before making a decision.

Mr. Ray moved and Mr. Gliha seconded to refund the $300 variance fee to Santo Cacolici. Roll call vote:  Mr. Ray, yes; Mr. Gliha, yes; Mr. Bushman, abstain. Motion carried.

CONTRACT FOR ADDITIONAL PATROL

Sheriff Deputy Chris Weber reported on traffic violations and incidents for the billing period of September 26-October 9. He advised the highest recorded speed was 61 miles per hour on Bass Lake Road. This will be his last 2-week report. He will begin submitting his reports monthly and attend the first meeting of the month.

FIRE DEPARTMENT

Deputy Chief Mike Santilli reported that the second ambulance was repainted and came back today. It should be put back together and back in service by next week. The lights in the bay will be installed the week of the 22nd and will be done before the Halloween open house. The fire department responded to an accident in which a jeep hit the rear of a garbage truck. The operator on the back of the truck was fortunate to sustain only minor injuries.

ROAD REPORT

Road Superintendent Jim Teichman advised that Greg DeGreen was hired to begin on Monday, October 8, which was Columbus Day. He notified Mr. DeGreen not to report to work. He asked if the Board wished to compensate Mr. DeGreen for the holiday.

Mr. Ray moved and Mr. Gliha seconded that road department employee Greg DeGreen’s first day of employment with the township was Tuesday, October 9, 2007, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.
Mr. Teichman asked the board for a formal motion to allow Adam McKinney to begin trapping on township property. Keith Landies has not contacted the township yet this year for permission to trap on the Nero Preserve. 

Mr. Ray moved and Mr. Gliha seconded to allow Adam McKinney to trap on township property on the Scenic River Retreat portion of the township, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.
The road department will use rip rap from the concrete repair job on Legend Creek to fill in erosion around the crossover pipe south of the Moccasin Falls Bridge on Fowlers Mill Road. After the erosion is filled in, the area will be seeded and strawed. It may be necessary to go outside of the road right-of-way to complete the job. The property owner has been contacted and gave the township permission to do the work.

The mowing tractor is back from repair. The crew will replace the sheet metal on the tractor on the next rainy day and the township will do one more round of mowing. The crack sealing is done except for 900 feet on Legend Creek Drive. The board discussed the Legend Creek concrete repairs. Mr. Teichman explained why there were problems and what they were going to do to repair them. A boy scout leader has taken on the project of staining the new pavilions. The rain gardens will be dug out by the end of the week weather permitting and will require an estimated 96 yards of materials. Geauga Landscape Supply will mix the sand and peat moss. The road department is beginning preparations for winter. Asphalt repairs on Parkway are scheduled for tomorrow.

PARKS

Park Chairman Tim Kearns reported that the Ohio Department of Transportation approved the driveway permit for Scenic River. The permit is good for 30 days. He showed the board the sight distance site plan and detail plan prepared by Chagrin Valley Engineering. The grade will be raised at the entrance. He advised he had several quotes for the driveway and recommended G.A.R. Paving. G.A.R. quoted three phases, Phase I the entrance area and first 57 feet of the driveway, Phase II extending the driveway and paving the upper parking area, and Phase III extending the driveway to the pavilion and paving the lower parking area. Mr. Kearns discussed handicapped access to the pavilion. The board encumbered $4,530 to G.A.R. Paving for Phase I. 

Mr. Kearns advised that employee Adam McKinney would like to build, install and maintain twenty-four bluebird houses at Scenic River. The bird houses will be placed on posts. 

Mr. Gliha moved and Mr. Ray seconded to allow Adam McKinney to build and install twenty-four bluebird houses at Scenic River at no cost to the township, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.
Mr. Kearns reported on the rain gardens to be installed at Scenic River and Nero Preserve. Best Sand will donate the peat and sand mixture for the beds at a savings to the township of $3,050. The township will need to truck it to the sites.  Best Sand will also donate and plant one thousand tree seedlings at Scenic River as part of their employee volunteer program. The native plants for the rain gardens will be purchased from Avalon Gardens and will cost $1.320.78. Owner Mary Slingluff was not able to be present, but sent her business associate Carol Polansky from Nature’s Way, a certified arborist and horticulturist, to answer questions. Park Board member Joe Rosboril introduced boy scouts Alex Toth and Robert Blankenship, who will plan and install the rain gardens as their Eagle Scout projects. Ms. Slingluff will donate the plants for one of the beds and will work with the scouts to determine the number and types of plants that will be needed for the four beds. The road department will do the excavation and lay the drainage pipe. The rain gardens will be installed next Saturday or Sunday weather permitting. The plants will be put in one foot from the edge and will reseed themselves, eventually spreading to fill the beds. As they fill in less weeding will need to be done. Munson is the first to install rain gardens under the new county regulations and because of their location, the rain gardens will be readily accessible for others to view as an example. 

PARK CONCESSION

Laura Cross requested authorization to run a concession stand at the Munson Township Park during the youth baseball season. She had the endorsement of the Munson Baseball League and will get a vendor’s license. She planned to provide bottled beverages and candy bars and other packaged products that would not require the use of electricity. The board will consult with the prosecutor’s officer before approving her request.

FIRE DEPARTMENT

Fire Chief Bernie Harchar asked Jim Metzger to be the resident representative on the fire department board. The fire department will spray underneath the vehicles weekly to retard rust and corrosion during the winter months. They rented a lift to put in the new lights in the bay. The department received $1,700 in donations for their Halloween open house. Letters endorsing the fire levy will be mailed to 1,500 registered voters. Mr. Harchar spent a considerable time reviewing the list. He asked the board to encumber for new ceiling tiles. He advised that when a traffic light is out State of Ohio regulations prohibit safety forces from putting up a temporary stop sign. When the light is out it is automatically a four-way stop. The fire department will put out flares to warn motorists. 

ROAD REPORT

Road Superintendent Jim Teichman reported the road department is making concrete repairs on Legend Creek and painting equipment. They fixed the drainage on Fowlers Mill.  

ZONING AMENDMENT 2007-05

Mr. Gliha moved and Mr. Ray seconded to set the Public Hearing for Zoning Amendment 2007-05 for November 13, 2007 at 6pm, with the trustees meeting to immediately follow, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.
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UAN YEAR END AND GASB TRAINING

BZA member Sophie Horvath complimented chairman Dennis Pilawa on his handling of the case. Heather Hill believed that a 60-day continuance would be sufficient.

The board will discuss life, vision and dental insurance at the next meeting. The office manager will contact Assurant to request a reduction in the life insurance premium.

SCENIC RIVER DRIVEWAY

The Board signed a contract in the amount of $4,530 with G.A.R. Paving for the Scenic River entrance driveway.

GEAUGA SAFETY COUNCIL 

Mr. Bushman moved and Mr. Gliha seconded to authorize Paula Friebertshauser to attend the November 2 Geauga Safety Council meeting, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried. The topic for the meeting is OSHA reporting. Ms. Friebertshauser does the OSHA record keeping and reporting for the township. 

WORKSHOP FOR OFFICE EXPANSION
Frank Chorba and Jim Pegoraro of Land Design Consultants met with the township to discuss site planning for future office expansion. Mr. Ray summarized the preliminary discussion work that has been done by the office staff team. He noted that the project gets complicated when you begin to consider tearing up asphalt, routing the fire trucks around the building, septic location, and impact on the existing ball fields. Before progressing any further the township would like a site review. The township is considering a new building for offices with a second floor for record storage. Mr. Pegoraro asked if the township would vacate the current facilities or continue to utilize the meeting rooms. He asked if the current community room is large enough to accommodate the township’s needs. The board discussed handicapped access and an area outside the meeting room for people to gather. Mr. Gliha said the township would be open to all suggestions at this point. Zoning Inspector Tim Kearns passed out copies of an aerial view of the four parcels that comprise the township administrative center. The board discussed locating a town hall center office building at the corner of Auburn and Sherman Road and considered greenspace in front of the building as opposed to a parking lot. The consultants were given some preliminary conceptual plans prepared by the committee and the blueprints for the existing septic system. 

Mr. Gliha moved and Mr. Ray seconded to allow LDC to utilize up to ten hours on a preliminary site review for the township not to exceed $1,000, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.
LIFE INSURANCE

Office Manager Judy Toth advised that the township’s life insurance carrier, Assurant Employee Benefits, agreed to reduce the premium for AD&D by 2 cents per thousand per person. They will not reduce the life premium any lower as the township’s current experience with the company is 400%. The cost for life and AD&D will be $21.50 per person per month, a reduction of $1.00 per person. The quote for Mutual of Omaha is $19.50 per person per month. Mrs. Toth reviewed the AD&D benefits offered by each policy. The board decided not to change carriers at this time.

LOCAL GOVERNMENT SERVICES GASB TRAINING

Mr. Ray moved and Mr. Gliha seconded to reimburse Patricia Bayer expenses for attending a Local Government Services (LGS) UAN GASB training in Mantua on November 1, 1007, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.
