Mr. Bushman moved and Mr. Gliha seconded to approve the rental agreement for Geauga County Board of Elections poll worker training (Lawrence) on April 23 and 24, 2007 from 8am-noon, for approx. 20 persons each day, and to waive the fees, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.
Mr. Bushman moved and Mr. Gliha seconded to approve the rental agreement for Sewing Quilt and Caboodle meetings (Havel) May 3, June 7, July 5, 2007 from 10am-4pm, approx. 15, and to waive the fees, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.

Mr. Bushman moved and Mr. Gliha seconded to approve the rental agreement for Boy Scout Troop 91 meetings (Blankenship) March 19, 26, April 2, 9, 16, 23, 30, May 7, 14, 21, 28, June 4, 11, 18, 25, 2007 from 7:30-9pm, approx. 45, and to waive the fees, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.

WORKSHOPS FOR RENOVATIONS AND CORRIGAN MEMORIAL

Let the record reflect the trustees held workshops on Monday, March 12, 2007 with the ad hoc facilities renovation committee, Tim Kearns, Jim Teichman, Paula Friebertshauser, and Judy Toth at 6pm, and with Erin Martin to discuss a memorial for the Corrigan family at 7pm.

ROAD REPORT

Road Superintendent Jim Teichman requested authorization to seek bids for road materials, road salt, virgin asphalt concrete, and catch basins and headwalls and to seek quotes for mowing.

Mr. Gliha moved and Mr. Ray seconded to authorize road superintendent to prepare specifications for road materials, road salt, virgin asphalt concrete, and catch basins and headwalls, for bid opening Tuesday, April 10, at 6:30pm, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.
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ROAD REPORT (continued)

Mr. Gliha moved and Mr. Ray seconded to authorize the road superintendent to prepare specifications for quotes for the summer mowing season, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.
Mr. Teichman recommended that the township contract with Penn Ohio for rubbish day collections and requested $150 for meals and gloves for rubbish day. The township is also required to provide safety glasses for the inmate volunteers. He requested $170.00 to purchase seedling packets from Geauga Soil and Water Conservation District. The road department has a nursery of hardwoods and pines near the maintenance building to be used for future plantings. He asked for $399.00 to purchase a new tool box from Sears. The old toolbox will be refurbished and used in the utility truck. He recommended that the Board hire Stephen Principe as road department laborer/truck driver to begin April 2.

Mr. Gliha moved and Mr. Ray seconded to enter into an agreement with Penn Ohio for the Munson Township cleanup days not to exceed $7,000.00, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried. Mr. Ray signed the agreement.

Mr. Gliha moved and Mr. Ray seconded to purchase a new tool box and tools from Sears not to exceed $400.00, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.
STEPHEN PRICIPE HIRED

Mr. Gliha moved and Mr. Ray seconded to hire Stephen Principe as a road department laborer/truck driver effective April 2, 2007 at $13.50 per hour, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.
FIRE DEPARTMENT
Fire Chief Bernie Harchar discussed the ODOT project scheduled for this summer to replace the bridge over Butternut Creek at the corner of Routes 44 and 322. ODOT will work on one lane at a time to keep the road open during the project. He visited KME last Tuesday to check on the progress of the fire truck repair. They are replacing the suspension and wiring and repainting the exterior and appear to be doing a good job. Mr. Harchar was concerned about the new squad purchase. He advised it was getting difficult to secure a 2006 chassis and he was not willing to purchase a 2007 because of the anticipated problems with the new design. He requested a $10,000 down payment to lock in a 2006 VIN number. He also requested $600 to purchase six cases of ceiling tile for the fire department bay. 
DOWNPAYMENT FOR NEW SQUAD

Mr. Gliha moved and Mr. Ray seconded to encumber $10,000 to Pfund Enterprise, Inc. to secure a VIN for the purchase of a 2006 chassis, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.
FIRE DEPARTMENT BAY CEILING TILES
Mr. Gliha moved and Mr. Ray seconded that Jim Teichman secure vinyl coated fiberglass tiles for the fire department bay not to exceed $600.00, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.
ALUMINUM CAN RECYCLING

Mr. Harchar apologized for the buildup of the aluminum cans at the recycling site - the trailer was buried in the snow. Mr. Harchar reported that the collections are temporarily being used for firefighter training and safety because of irregularities found in the reporting for the children’s burn unit. The funds will continue to go toward something that is more accountable until the issue is resolved.   Mr. Gliha suggested that Mr. Harchar set up a regular schedule for can removal rather than wait for the facility to fill up. Resident Glen Kinter advised he was present while the fire department was removing the bags from the recycling facility. He was amazed at the amount of miscellaneous recycling and household rubbish that residents put in the recycling facility. He suggested that lighting or surveillance cameras be put up to help police the area. Mr. Gliha advised that if the abuse continues the township would have to seriously consider canceling the service.
BAY LIGHTING

Mr. Harchar asked the board to readdress the lighting in the bay area. Deputy Chief Mike Santilli is a certified electrician and can look at options and prices to improve the lighting. The board gave its blessing to initiate the project and asked that Mr. Santilli work with the road superintendent. 
PANDEMIC ROUNTABLE COMMITTEE

Mr. Harchar asked if Mr. Ray would be able to attend the next Pandemic Committee meeting.  The name of the committee has been changed to CERT, Citizen Emergency Response Teams. 
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PANDEMIC ROUNTABLE COMMITTEE (continued)
Mr. Ray advised that because the meetings are held on a weekday morning it is difficult for him to attend on a regular basis as it conflicts with his job. Mr. Ray will try to attend the April 10 meeting. Mr. Gliha will check with the Geauga County Township Association members to see if one of the trustees would be available to represent the county. 

WESTERN RESERVE LAND CONSERVANCY CONTRIBUTION

Mr. Gliha moved and Mr. Bushman seconded to approve a contribution of $150.00 to the Western Reserve Land Conservancy for 2007. Roll call vote:  Mr. Gliha, yes; Mr. Bushman, yes; Mr. Ray, abstain. Motion carried. Mr. Ray abstained as he is the township’s representative to the Western Reserve Land Conservancy.

CONFERENCE ATTENDANCE
Mr. Ray moved and Mr. Gliha seconded to authorize fiscal officer Patricia Bayer to attend the Auditor of State’s Local Government Officials Conference April 3 and 4 in Columbus, Ohio, and to cover all expenses, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried. 

Mr. Ray moved and Mr. Gliha seconded to authorize the trustees and fiscal officer’s attendance at Representative Steven LaTourette’s 14th District Elected Officials Conference May 17 and 18 in Washington, D.C., and to cover all expenses, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried. Mr. Gliha advised the purpose of the conference was to give local officials a chance to discuss funding issues and local concerns with their representative. Attendees will be asked to report back to the board.
PARK DISTRICT

A representative from the Geauga Park District will attend the May 8 meeting to speak briefly about park services and to pass out a survey regarding use of the Geauga County park system.

OUTSIDE MEETINGS

Mr. Bushman attended a Geauga Safety Council meeting on March 2. Mr. Gliha met with Gus Saikaly regarding a 208 water quality plan. Mr. Ray attended the Best Local Land Use Practices workshop for elected officials and zoning personnel at the Holden Arboretum on March 8. Mr. Bushman attended the zoning inspector’s meeting in Chesterland on lot splits. BZA member Sophie Horvath advised she also attended and thought it an excellent session. The road department attended a chain saw safety class on Tuesday, March 6 at Lake Metroparks Outdoor Skills Center in Leroy. Mr. Teichman said the seminar was very worthwhile and that he will write a letter for the trustees to sign thanking Alvord’s and Lake Metroparks for putting on the seminar. Mr. Bushman moved and Mr. Gliha seconded to approve the rental agreement for Northeast Ohio AFS Area Team meetings (Morris) June 20 from 10am-4pm, and May 17 and June 14 from 6:30-9m, and to waive the fees, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.
POLICE CONTRACT REPORT

Deputy Heather Harchar reported on March traffic violations. The highest speed was 91 miles per hour on Route 322. She gave two citations for running the stop signs at the corner of Auburn and Sherman and Auburn and Thwing. She will submit the written report next month.

FIRE DEPARTMENT
Fire Chief Bernie Harchar reported KME completed the repairs on the ladder truck. Repair costs did not exceed $30,000. There will be no charge to the township. The chief will inspect the truck before it is released. He was concerned about deterioration to the fire trucks from the salt and chemicals on the road. The department will consider spraying under the trucks weekly next winter. He asked the board’s permission to put in a concrete patio outside the fire department kitchen door. 

Mr. Bushman moved and Mr. Gliha seconded to allow the fire department to make improvements to their patio outside the kitchen to the township building, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried. 

ROAD REPORT

Road Superintendent Jim Teichman requested $1900 to replace the flowers and shrubs at Maple Hill Cemetery. Mr. Ray recommended that the township get a quote to continue the fencing across the new section at Fowlers Mill Cemetery from the same company that installed the fence.  Mr. Teichman advised that the backhoe has over 5,000 hours and recommended that it be replaced. He gave the board a quote for a hydraulic excavator with options and requested $15,000 for a 24 ft. x 40 ft. addition to the maintenance building to store equipment. He asked to purchase a ventilation fan, floor jack and air compressor with the money the road department has collected from scrap metal recycling. 

Mr. Ray moved and Mr. Gliha seconded to authorize the road department to do in-house landscaping and acquire plant materials for Maple Hill Cemetery as proposed at the meeting not to exceed $2,000, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.

Mr. Gliha moved and Mr. Ray seconded to enter into a contract with Western Reserve Pole Buildings for a 24 ft. x 40 ft. addition on the current maintenance building not to exceed $15,000, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.

FIRE DEPARTMENT STORAGE BUILDING

Mr. Harchar advised that the storage shed behind the fire department should be torn down and replaced. He will get a quote. 

ZONING REPORT

Zoning Inspector Tim Kearns reported that a gas well is going in on Sherman Road and recommended that the township notify the surrounding property owners. The board authorized him to send out the notification letters. Mr. Kearns gave a follow-up to residents’ complaints about junk and debris on the Harris property on Wilson Mills Road. He visited the site with the assistant prosecutor and took photographs. The owner will be prosecuted in an effort to get the property cleaned up. Mr. Kearns requested authorization to purchase an official stamp so that he can sign and date plans approved by the zoning office to assure that the correct plans are submitted to the county building department.
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CONCRETE FLOOR FOR NEW PAVILIONS

Mr. Kearns advised the park board would like to have concrete floors poured in the four new pavilions. He submitted a quote from Flatworx Concrete and Construction of $4,356 for the labor and materials. This quote was substantially lower than the other quotes. Mr. Teichman checked the contractor’s work, which he said was phenomenal.

RESOLUTION 2007-08/G-TV CONTRACT

Resolution 2007-03 was made by Mr. Gliha moved and seconded by Mr. Ray to approve the G-TV contract for 2007, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried. The board signed the contract.

PUBLIC HEARING SET FOR ZONING AMENDMENT 2007-02

Mr. Gliha moved and Mr. Ray seconded to set the date to hold the public hearing for Zoning Amendment 2007-02 on April 10, 2007 at 6pm, with the regular meeting to immediately follow, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.
ABITIBI RECYCLING
Mrs. Toth advised that the Geauga Trumbull Solid Waste Management District has turned over the newspaper, magazine and office paper recycling to Abitibi Consolidated. Abitibi provides this service at no cost to the township and also returns a portion of the profits from the paper back to the township. They recommended that the township set the funds aside for a special purpose. The township received $69.67 from the February collections. Mr. Ray suggested that the township look into purchasing a surveillance camera to help with recycling violations. 

JEDD AGREEMENT

Mr. Gliha reported he met two times with Chardon City representatives regarding the JEDD agreement for the water treatment plant property. Chardon hopes to begin the project in May. He discussed several concerns he had before Munson entered into any agreement. He recommended a deed restriction to restrict the use of the parcel for water treatment and landscaping uses only. He was concerned what would happen if the plant became obsolete and wanted language to dismantle the building if it was abandoned. Frank suggested that the JEDD be kept in place for more than the proposed five years, and when the JEDD expires, that the property be rezoned back to residential and the building be removed. Tim Kearns will help prepare the documents with the assistance of the prosecutor.
ROAD DEPARTMENT EMPLOYEE ALLOWANCES

Mr. Gliha moved and Mr. Ray seconded to authorize employee allowances for the road department employees of $150 two times a year to be paid in April and September as taxable compensation, and to be used for road department safety glasses, boots, etc., with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.
OTHER BUSINESS

Mr. Ray will review the policy for general driving rules and regulations recommended by the OTARMA loss control department.

Mrs. Toth advised the trustees that there will be a 7% increase in the health insurance renewal. Mr. Gliha asked her to check the renewal rate history for the OTARMA health insurance program. 

Zoning Secretary Paula Friebertshauser has had no response for volunteers for the formation of a 208 Water Quality Committee. 

FACILITIES WORKSHOP/AUDIT COMMITTEE MEETING SCHEDULED

Mr. Gliha moved and Mr. Ray seconded to hold a facilities renovation workshop on Monday, April 9, 2007 at 6pm, immediately followed by an Audit Committee meeting, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.
RESOLUTION 2007-09/IN SUPPORT OF SENATE BILL 83

Resolution 2007-09 was made by Mr. Gliha and seconded by Mr. Ray to support the postponement of the new septic regulations until January 1, 2008, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried. The resolution will be prepared for the trustees’ signatures and included in its entirety on a separate page as part of the minutes.

OUTSIDE MEETINGS

Mr. Gliha attended a Planning Commission meeting on March 13. 

RESOLUTION 2007-07/FUND TRANSFER

Resolution 2007-07 was made by Mr. Ray and seconded by Mr. Gliha for within fund transfers in the Permanent Appropriation in the General Fund, Motor Vehicle License Tax Fund, Road and Bridge Fund, Fire Operating and Apparatus Fund, and Ambulance and Emergency Medical Fund, with a unanimous vote. 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MOWING CONTRACTS

Mr. Teichman discussed hiring a full time employee to mow the township hall/fire station grounds, the triangle, and parks and to take care of park maintenance during the summer months. This employee would work for the road department during the winter. The board asked Mr. Teichman to prepare a comparison of the cost including benefits to hire an additional employee vs. the cost to contract for the mowing.

The Board interviewed Adam McKinney for a position on the road department.

Mr. Ray moved and Mr. Gliha seconded to approve the hiring of Adam McKinney as a road department employee effective April 2, 2007 at a rate of $13.50 per hour, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.
