FIRE DEPARTMENT WORKSHOP

Mrs. Bayer will contact the Frank Gates Company to find out if the fire department can be included in the township’s group rating program for worker’s compensation.

RESOLUTION 2006-24/FUND TRANSFER
Resolution 2006-24 was made by Mr. Ray and seconded by Mr. Gliha for within fund transfers in the permanent appropriation in the General Fund, Gasoline Tax Fund, and Road and Bridge Fund, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried. [The resolution in its entirety is included on a separate page as part of the minutes.] 
POLICE REPORT

Deputy Robin Morris submitted her reports on traffic stops and citations from May 1 through June 8. She patrolled Sherman Road but did not observe any speeders.

ROAD REPORT

Superintendent Jim Teichman asked to purchase ten additional trees from Whitetail Woods Farms, 3-4 foot Norway spruce, to plant on the north side of the fire station, at a total cost of $250. The road department transplanted the large trees at the fire station to the Scenic River Park. He praised road department member Mark Stukbauer, who used his professional landscape training to design the layout and plant the perennials, shrubs and trees around the township

building.  The board agreed that he did an excellent job. Mr. Teichman and Mr. Stukbauer are requesting an additional $250 to purchase additional shrubs and plants from Warner Kingwood Nursery to plant between the pine trees on the north side of the fire station. He requested $107 to purchase annuals for the township hall and other locations and $60 for four hanging baskets for the township hall, all from Lochan Produce on Mayfield Road.

Mr. Teichman spoke with the county engineer regarding cautionary signage for Sherman Road near the hill at 9860 Sherman Road. Signs can be posted for “limited sight distance” and yellow signs can be posted with suggested speed limits.  Resident Bill Zoller advised that there is a lot of vegetation obscuring the view for west bound traffic at Valley Vista and severe curves near the Ruth property at 10169 Sherman Road from Heath to Auburn going east. Mr. Gliha suggested that the board take immediate action to post the advisory signs for the hill.

Mr. Ray moved and Mr. Bushman seconded to ask the road superintendent to post advisory signs for the eastbound and westbound traffic approaching “Nob Hill” on Sherman Road, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried. 

Mr. Teichman asked the board for a course of action on repairing the township hall driveway and parking lot repairs. The Board asked him to get a quote for the entire job, including the concrete aprons in front of the fire station. He also discussed clearing out the trees for additional parking and using the old asphalt for fill. 

COMMUNITY PICNIC

Mr. Gliha moved and Mr. Ray seconded to hold Munson Township’s third annual community picnic at the Munson Township Park on Saturday, August 19, 2006 from noon to 5pm, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.

Mr. Gliha moved and Mr. Ray seconded to authorize up to $10,000 in expenditures for the township community picnic on Saturday, August 19, and to authorize a bulk mailing expense not to exceed $650 to notify the residents, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.

JASON VATTY START DATE/LEAVE REQUESTED

Mr. Teichman asked to change Jason Vatty’s start date to June 26. He would like permission to take off June 29 through July 5 without pay to attend a family event. 

Mr. Gliha moved and Mr. Ray seconded to allow Jason Vatty to begin his employment with the township on June 26, 2006 and to work June 26, 27, and 28 and for personal reasons to take off June 29, June 30, July 3 and July 5; and as an employee to be paid 8 hours holiday on July 4th, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried. 

FIRE DEPARTMENT

Fire Chief Bernie Harchar had nothing new to report. The fire department’s monthly statistics report was submitted prior to the meeting and copies were before the board.

PARK BOARD

Park Board member Tim Kearns advised that the park board received two quotes for the four park pavilion shelters. He recommended that the trustees award a contract to Western Reserve Pole Buildings in the amount of $23,627. He asked them to approve a work change order for changes to the construction and materials specifications to increase the depth of the footer and for storm bracing in the gable ends. The changes will result in no increase to the contract amount.

Mr. Ray moved and Mr. Gliha seconded to award a contract in the amount of $23,627.00 to The Western Reserve Pole Buildings Company, Inc. for the construction of two 14’ x 14’ pavilions at the Nero Nature Preserve and one 14’ x 14’ pavilion and one 24’ x 36’ pavilion at the Scenic River Retreat, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.
Mr. Ray moved and Mr. Gliha seconded to approve a work change order to The Western Reserve Pole Buildings Company, Inc. to amend the construction and material specifications as described on the work change order, with no increase to the contract amount, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried. The Board signed the work change order.
Mr. Kearns gave the board the contract to sign for the repair of the fence and backstop at the Kawalec Field, located at the rear of the Munson Township Hall, which was awarded on May 9. He asked the board to approve a work change order to increase the height of the ball field fence on the west side from four feet to eight feet, with no increase in the contract amount.

Mr. Ray moved and Mr. Gliha seconded to approve a work change order to Auburn Fence to increase the height of the outfield fence located on the west side of the ball field to a total height of 8 feet, with no increase to the contract amount, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried. The Board signed the contract and work change order.

Mr. Kearns submitted a quote from The PennOhio Corporation for $6,200 to remove the dock at the Scenic River Retreat. Mr. Teichman suggested to him that the road department do the work to save the cost of hiring a contractor. The road department will also put in the footers for the pavilions and do the base at Scenic River for a fireplace.

ZONING FEES FOR BANNERS AND PAVILIONS

Mr. Kearns advised the bicentennial banners donated by Geauga Hospital will need a variance as no signs can be placed in the road right-of-way. 

Mr. Bushman moved and Mr. Gliha seconded to waive the variance and zoning certificate fees to erect the bicentennial banners and the zoning certificate fees for the four park pavilions, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.

Mr. Ray moved and Mr. Gliha seconded to waive the zoning fees for the community days banner for the township, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.

TOWNSHIP PROPERTY AND LIABILITY INSURANCE

Mr. Bushman moved and Mr. Gliha seconded to renew the township’s property and liability insurance with O.T.A.R.M.A. from June 18, 2006 to June 18, 2007 at a cost of $22,583.00, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.
MUNSON SCHOLARSHIP FUND

Mr. Bushman moved and Mr. Ray seconded to approve use of the Emmons pavilion for the Geauga County Sheriff’s Office annual picnic (Hattier) on July 22, 2006 at 2pm, for approx. 60 persons, and to waive the fees, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.

COMMUNITY ROOM

Mr. Bushman moved and Mr. Ray seconded to approve use of the community room for a Munson Baseball League meeting (Lawrence) on July 9, 2006 from 8-10pm, for approx. 30 persons, and to waive the fees, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.
Mr. Bushman moved and Mr. Ray seconded to approve use of the community room for BSA Troop 91 meetings (Blankenship) on August 7, 14, 21, 28 and September 11, 18, 25, 2006 from 7:30-9pm, and to waive the fees, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.

TOWNSHIP INSURANCE

Mr. Gliha signed the revised statement of values to remove the fire department storage building and its contents from the township insurance. The building is owned and insured by the fire department.

PEAIRS CONCRETE DRIVEWAY

Ron and Marsha Peairs, 12981 Bass Lake Road, were present to discuss the approach to their concrete driveway located on Bean Road. The Peairs met with Mr. Teichman before the road was paved and asked that the minimum of asphalt be used to connect their driveway with the road. Because this left a 3-1/2” dip at the entrance to the drive, the concrete approach will need to be replaced. Mr. Teichman advised a five-foot section would not be adequate because of the location of the drive pipe. The first cut is at 9 feet. Mr. Ray noted that some funds are included in the cost of the project to pave the approach with asphalt, but was cautious about setting a precedent regarding concrete driveways. The Board will consider assuming some cost. Mr. Teichman will get estimates and the Peairs will contact their contractor to find out the cost before the board makes a decision. 

ROAD REPORT

Superintendent Jim Teichman reported the road department has been busy roadside mowing and completed its second pass. The center section of the landscape mound in front of the township hall was planted for the Geauga County bicentennial with flowers in the shape of a bell, the word Geauga, and the dates 1806 – 2006.

FIRE DEPARTMENT

Fire Chief Bernie Harchar reported the fire department received $35,000 of county equipment and tools [for the purpose of responding to structural collapse situations including extrication of victims] to use on the Munson trucks as part of a grant and will be sending four fire department members for the training in Avon Lake. The fire department will be reimbursed for their time to

attend the training.  He advised that participants in a Triathlon to be held August 12-13 will pass through various roads in Munson Township.  Several safety personnel will be on hand to police the event. He recommended that the township join the newly formed Geauga Safety Council.

GEAUGA SAFETY COUNCIL

Mr. Ray moved and Mr. Gliha seconded to appoint Andy Bushman as Munson Township’s representative to the Geauga Safety Council, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.

Mr. Ray moved and Mr. Gliha seconded that Munson Township join the Geauga Safety Council and reimburse the lunch and mileage expenses of those who attend, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.

GEAUGA HISTORICAL SOCIETY ANNUAL MEETING

Mr. Ray moved and Mr. Gliha seconded to authorize the reimbursement of expenses for those township officials who attended the Geauga County Historical Society annual meeting on June 24, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.
BICENTENNIAL BANNERS

The board discussed placement of the ten bicentennial banners donated by Geauga Hospital. Mr. Ray advised the township has permission from the Geauga County Engineer to place the banners in the road right-of-way on the county roads. Four will be placed on Auburn Road, four on Bass Lake Road near the Munson Township Park and two on Bass Lake Road in front of the Heather Hill property.  Mr. Bushman will attend the Munson Board of Zoning Appeals hearing for the banners on July 20 to request a variance to place the signs in the road right-of-way.

RONYAK RESURFACING INVOICE

Mr. Ray moved and Mr. Gliha seconded to approve payment of the invoice in the amount of $229,351.29 to Ronyak Brothers Paving, Inc. for the Asphalt Resurfacing of Section B of Bean Road, TR 103 and Section B of Rockhaven Road, TR 106, Contract No. MUN-RS-06, resulting in a decrease to the contract in the amount of $9,776.71, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.

COMMUNITY DAY BANNER

Guthrie Designworks, Inc. requested an advance of half of the invoice to order the materials for the community day banner. Their quote was significantly lower than those of the other vendors.

Mr. Gliha moved and Mr. Ray seconded to authorize the fiscal officer to give an advance payment in the amount of $175 to Guthrie Designworks to cover the cost of materials, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.

NAMING OF MAJOR LEAGUE FIELD

Mr. Gliha moved and Mr. Ray seconded to name the major league ball diamond at the Munson Township Park, the “Zambory Field”, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.  Don Zambory will be officially recognized at the Community Picnic on August 19.

FIRE DEPARTMENT FORD EXPLORER

Mr. Ray moved and Mr. Gliha seconded to pay off the balance of the Fire Department’s Ford Explorer in the amount of $5,677.29 with the vehicle to be titled to Munson Township, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.

Mr. Ray attended a Western Reserve Land Conservancy meeting on June 14.

Mr. Gliha attended the Planning Commission meeting on June 13.

Mr. Bushman and Mrs. Bayer attended the Geauga County Historical Society’s annual meeting on June 24.

TOWNSHIP HALL LANDSCAPING

Resident Sofie Horvath complimented the township on the shrubs and perennials planted around the building at the township hall.

PARK PAVILION RAIN GARDENS

Mr. Teichman advised the township is in a “holding pattern” on the construction of the two pavilions at the Nero Preserve and the two pavilions at the Scenic River parks because of new regulations from Geauga Soil and Water that rain gardens must be put in according to their specifications to mitigate water run-off.

SHERMAN ROAD

Resident Bill Zoller of 9880 Sherman Road read a prepared statement regarding Sherman Road.  He asked the board to reduce the speed limit to 25 miles per hour from Heath to Fowlers Mill as the road is narrow, 18 feet wide, with no berms, to provide a clearly visible double yellow center line year round, and to post warning signs for “limited sight” and “no passing zones”.
