PUBLIC HEARING FOR ZONING AMENDMENT 2007-03

The public hearing was called to order at 6:00pm by Chairman Todd Ray with Trustees Frank Gliha and Andy Bushman and fiscal officer Patricia Bayer present. The Pledge of Allegiance was recited. 

Mr. Gliha moved and Mr. Ray seconded to waive the reading of the public notice published May 31, 2007 in the Geauga Maple Leaf, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.

Mr. Ray advised that the proposed amendment was available for the public to review from May 31 through June 12 and that the text amends Section 516.3 Junk Vehicles and the definitions for “Family”, “Junk Vehicle”, and “Junk” in Section 202. Mr. Ray read the letter from Geauga County Planning Director David Dietrich dated May 9 and the recommendations of the Munson Zoning Commission. Modifications to Section 511, originally included in the amendment, were removed by the zoning commission at the recommendation of the Geauga County Planning Director and will be readdressed at a future date. Mr. Ray asked for discussion or public comment. There being none, the board signed Exhibit A.

Mr. Gliha moved and Mr. Ray seconded to close the public hearing at 6:07pm, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.

SOCCER FIELDS

Mr. Teichman brought to the board’s attention that the soccer club has a broken soccer goal that needs to be removed from the field.

Mr. Bushman moved and Mr. Gliha seconded to allow the Chardon Munson Soccer Club (Duncan) to use the soccer fields at the Munson Township Park for a summer camp from June 18-June 22 from 9am-3pm and 5:30pm-8:30pm, fee $5.00 per player, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.
Mr. Bushman moved and Mr. Gliha seconded to allow the Chardon Munson Soccer Club (Duncan) to use the soccer fields for soccer games and practices from August 25-October 27, Saturdays from 8am-7:30pm, Sundays from noon-7:30pm, Tuesdays from 5-8pm and Mondays and Fridays from 5:30pm-8:30pm, contingent upon their goals being in 100% working order, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.
TENNIS COURTS

Mr. Ray moved and Mr. Gliha seconded to allow the Berkshire Recreation Association (Paul) to use the Munson Township Park tennis courts Monday, August 13 through Thursday, August 17 from 6:30pm- 7:15pm, K-3rd grade, and 7:15pm-8pm, 4th-6th grades, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried. Registration will be July 7 at the Burton Public Library from 9am to noon and is open to Munson residents. The trustees asked that the director be contacted to find out if any Munson residents had signed up last year and that signup information be provided earlier next year for inclusion in the Munson newsletter.

Mr. Bushman moved and Mr. Gliha seconded to approve the rental agreement for Christ Child Society sew-ins (Run) July 14, September 15, and November 10, 2007, room and kitchen, and to waive the fees, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.
Mr. Bushman moved and Mr. Gliha seconded to approve the rental agreement for a bridal shower (Battles) on Sunday, July 8, 2007 from 2-5pm, approx. 50-60, $75 room, $50 kitchen, $50 security deposit, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.

ROAD REPORT

Road superintendent Jim Teichman requested $650 for drainage pipe for park improvement at the Kawalec Field at the Munson Township Hall Park and $1,050 for Chandler Tree Service to remove two black walnut trees at Maple Hill Cemetery. Roy Williams will grind the stumps. Mr. Teichman brought up a request from resident John Roberts for a hidden driveway sign. Mr. Teichman reviewed the site and believed it to be a reasonable request.  

Mr. Gliha moved and Mr. Bushman seconded to allow Jim Teichman to put up a hidden driveway sign by the John Roberts residence at 10000 Sherman Road, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.
The cost to rent a bucket to lift out blocks of concrete for concrete repairs is $250 per week or $1,200 to purchase. The township may get the use of a concrete bucket with its purchase of the new equipment. Mr. Teichman and zoning inspector Tim Kearns are keeping watch over the oil well that is being drilled on Rockhaven Road. He requested $750 to purchase stain for the baseball dugouts and four new pavilions.

Mr. Teichman advised that an engineering study will be required for a driveway for egress to the Scenic River Retreat on Mayfield Road. The township has a quote from Ed Hren of Chagrin Valley Engineering and is seeking a second quote from Hess & Associates Engineering.

Mr. Teichman requested authorization to attend the 7th Annual Vendor show in Euclid on 13th from 9am-3pm. There is no charge to attend. 

Mr. Gliha moved and Mr. Ray seconded to allow Jim Teichman to attend the above vendor show from 9am-3pm in Euclid, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.
The four tens schedule is working out well. The crew painted the posts and weed whipped around the township signs.

CHARDON HIGH SCHOOL BOYS BASEBALL PROGRAM

Coach Greg Fronk and Assistant Coach Al Herner thanked the trustees for allowing the Chardon High School boys baseball program to use the major league ball field at the Munson Township Park as their home field. About half of the team is from Munson. Coach Fronk said he was new to the program this year and looked forward to working more closely with the township next season. The boys were division champs this year and the coaches presented the trustees with t-shirts commemorating their victory.

BASEBALL FENCE

The board discussed the baseball league’s request for a hood or screen over the Kawalec Field backstop to keep fly balls from going into the woods. Auburn Fence submitted a quote of $1,640 to bend the top of the existing backstop down 45 degrees as was done on the Vetter Field. Mr. Teichman showed the board samples of blue or black screening that could be put up and taken down each season at a cost of $600, which will last for 12-15 years. The board encumbered funds to Auburn Fence.
FIRE DEPARTMENT
Fire Chief Bernie Harchar reported there was a bad accident on Bass Lake Road. He brought the animal masks to show the board that they had been received.  ISO completed its two-year review of the township. One new dry hydrant was installed at Nottingham Woods Subdivision. Mr. Harchar took pictures of Heavy Rescue Vehicle #4071 to document more problems with rust and corrosion of the electrical parts. MBI Solutions, the EMS billing company, will be in from Cincinnati to meet with the fire department. Mr. Harchar advised the fire department may need another levy.

Mr. Ray is looking for one more Munson resident to serve on the committee.

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The special meeting was called to order at 7pm by Chairman Todd Ray with Trustees Frank Gliha and Andy Bushman present. Fiscal Officer Patricia Bayer was absent.

TOWNSHIP HEALTH INSURANCE

The township’s current agent, John McGrath of the Love Insurance Agency, and Sean Sprouse of the Burnham and Flower Insurance Group representing OTAHP [The Ohio Township Association Health Plan] were present to go over health insurance options with the trustees.

Sean Sprouse, an employee benefits consultant, gave an overview of the services provided by Burnham and Flower for the OTAHP program. Burnham and Flower currently serves approximately 300 townships throughout Ohio including three in Geauga County. Two other Geauga townships are in the process of negotiating with them.  The OTAHP has one number to call for information on all policies and calls can be made 24/7. They can provide a reference link to the township website, human resource assistance, and free COBRA administration to townships that qualify for COBRA. He submitted quotes from Kaiser with three options and from Medical Mutual of Ohio, which he advised has recently become more competitive in the area. He submitted quotes for dental and vision. Townships are eligible to join COSE. He believed he could quote equal or better at a lower cost and better any life insurance quote.  He explained options for HRA [Health Reimbursement Account] and HSA [Health Savings Account] programs in which the township increases the deductibles and reimburses employees for all out of pocket expenses. The savings to the township for the higher deductible offsets the reimbursements and still reduces the cost to the township overall. The insurance companies administer these programs. Because the HRA is set up for the calendar year and not the renewal year, he advised the trustees to begin any HRA program on January 1. He advised against an HSA program because employees who are age 65 and older and eligible for Medicare are not eligible for this program. A ruling has not come down yet as to whether this violates the township’s obligation to provide equal coverage.

John McGrath submitted quotes from AETNA and United Health Care. He did not believe that Medical Mutual was a good choice for the area. He offered to provide HRA quotes if the trustees were interested in that option.  He advised that Love Insurance Agency is one of the largest agencies in Northeastern Ohio, with employees living in Munson Township. He reminded the trustees of the services that Love Insurance has provided over the past 15 years and of his recent efforts to reduce the township’s costs by providing an alternative policy for the Medicare-eligible members. He agreed that this was a good time for the township to look at quotes from other insurance carriers because the township currently has a good risk history. 

The board asked Love Insurance to provide HRA quotes and quotes comparable to those submitted by Burnham and Flower in order to reach a decision.

The Board signed deeds to B.J. Cummings for Maple Hill III Cemetery, Lot 320, Graves 3 & 4 and to Randall and Patricia St. Pall for Maple Hill III Cemetery, Lot 330, Graves 1 & 2.

PARK BOARD

Tim Kearns advised that Enzo Perfetto completed his inspection of the concrete slab at Nero Park and recommended that it be caulked. The park board is requesting two standard “park entrance 500 feet ahead” signs for Nero Park from All-ways Flasher Service at a cost of $75 per sign. Mr. Kearns reported on an incident at the Township Park. The chain was removed to allow an ambulance access to the field for an emergency. Before the ambulance could leave, someone parked in the entrance blocking its path.  The park board is recommending that “no parking between posts” signs be erected and that they be journalized so that they can be enforced. The Ohio Department of Transportation is requiring an engineer’s study for the placement of the entrance driveway to the Scenic River Park. Mr. Kearns had two estimates, one from Ed Hren of Chagrin Valley Engineering for a lump sum cost of $750 and a second from Hess and Associates for an estimated cost of $2,200. Mr. Kearns wanted assurance that the work would be done by August 1 as the project has already taken too long. 

Mr. Ray moved and Mr. Gliha seconded to approve the topographic and site distance survey for the Scenic River Retreat Mayfield Road entrance by Chagrin Valley Engineering, Ltd. not to exceed $750.00 to be completed by August 1, 2007, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.

BZA REQUEST FOR FEE WAIVER

On behalf of the Board of Zoning Appeals, Mr. Kearns requested a waiver of the $100 fee to continue the variance hearing for the Thomas DeMill property. A driveway extension, which will require a variance, was on the drawing, but was not included in the application. As it was a necessary part of the variance, the board of zoning appeals continued the hearing to allow the

appropriate paperwork, advertising and notification to be done. There will be a cost to the township for the advertising and letters to the affected property owners. The trustees asked if the continuation was due to an error on the part of the township. They believed that requests should come from the applicant. No action was taken.

ROAD REPORT

Road superintendent Jim Teichman asked to purchase a Kobelco Hydraulic Excavator. The Case buckets can be used with the new equipment.

Mr. Ray moved and Mr. Gliha seconded to approve the purchase of the Kobelco Excavator from Southeastern Equipment with the bucket not to exceed $81,300.00, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.
He discussed holidays that fall during the four ten-hour day schedule. The road department adds two hours of vacation time to make up the 10-hour day. The new employees are not eligible to use vacation time until their first year anniversary. 

Mr. Gliha moved and Mr. Ray seconded that the two new employees who received two hours of vacation pay for the Memorial Day holiday and who will need two hours of vacation pay for the Fourth of July holiday that the vacation pay will come out of their accrued time and will be taken from their last paycheck if they leave before their one-year anniversary, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.
The road department is repairing the roads and checking the ditches and culvert pipes to prepare the roads for resurfacing. They cleared the field at Nero Park and burned the brush at Scenic River. Mr. Teichman requested $75 to purchase paint from Sherwin Williams to paint the playground equipment at Nero Park.
BIDS AWARDED FOR ROAD PROJECTS
Mr. Gliha moved and Mr. Ray seconded to award a contract to Ronyak Brothers Paving in the amount of $96,995.00 for the resurfacing of Highland View Drive and Meadowhurst Lane, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried. 

Mr. Gliha moved and Mr. Ray seconded to award a contract to Strawser Incorporated in the amount of $142,994.00 for the micro-surfacing of ten roads in Munson Township, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.
MUNSON SCHOLARSHIPS AWARDED
