MUNSON TOWNSHIP TRUSTEES REGULAR MEETING


Tuesday, July 25, 
06

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Chairman Frank Gliha, with Trustees Todd Ray and Andy Bushman and Fiscal Officer Patricia A. Bayer present. Mr. Gliha opened with the Pledge of Allegiance. Correspondence was available for review. Warrants 5179-5186 dated 7/14/06 totaling $3,702.06 were signed between meetings. Warrants 5187-5221 dated 7/25, 7/26, and 7/31/06 totaling $104,528.54 and EFT vouchers totaling $16,479.38 for the bi-weekly payroll dated 7/28/06 and monthly payroll dated 7/31/06 were signed.  [Warrants 5182, 5211, and 5212 were voided due to a printing error.] Fifth Third warrant 1212 dated July 26, 2006 in the amount of $13,739.17 was signed to transfer EMS collections from the Fifth Third lockbox to Middlefield Bank.

EMMONS PAVILION
Let the record reflect the Emmons pavilion was used for a birthday party (Benjamin) on July 21, 2006 from 4:30pm to dark for approximately 25 persons, $25 fee, $25 security deposit.

Mr. Bushman moved and Mr. Ray seconded to approve use of the Emmons pavilion for a family reunion (Shipman) on August 6, 2006 from noon-5pm, approx. 50 persons, $50 fee (nonresident), $25 security deposit, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.

Mr. Bushman moved and Mr. Ray seconded to approve use of the Emmons pavilion for a family picnic (Finomore) on August 26, 2006 all day, approx. 30, $25 fee, $250 security deposit (liquor), with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.

Mr. Bushman moved and Mr. Ray seconded to approve use of the Emmons pavilion for a Geauga Lyric Theatre annual picnic (Wiesner) on August 27, 2006 from noon-5pm, approx. 50, $25 security deposit, and to waive the $25 fee, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.

TENNIS COURT LEASE

Mr. Ray moved and Mr. Gliha seconded to approve lease of the Munson Township Park tennis courts by the Berkshire Recreation Association on August 5, 16, 17, 2006 from 6:30-7:30pm, providing the certificate of insurance is given to the Board, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.

TOWNSHIP PARKS

The board reviewed memos dated July 24, 2006 from Park Board member Tim Kearns requesting that a blanket certificate in the amount of $1,000 be created for building department fees for the new pavilions and authorization to seek quotes for a survey in order to combine the Scenic River properties into one parcel.

Mr. Ray moved and Mr. Gliha seconded to approve the fee to the Geauga County Building Department for permits for the new pavilions for the Nero and Scenic River Parks not to exceed $1,000.00, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.

Road Superintendent Jim Teichman explained why the township needs another survey in order to combine the parcels to make one address.

Mr. Ray moved and Mr. Gliha seconded to authorize Zoning Inspector Tim Kearns to get an estimate to consolidate all of the properties into a single parcel for the Scenic River Retreat, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried. 

RESOLUTION 2006-28/FUND TRANSFER
Resolution 2006-28 was made by Mr. Gliha and seconded by Mr. Ray to transfer funds in the General Fund and Road and Bridge Fund in the Permanent Appropriation, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried. [The resolution in its entirety is included on a separate page as part of the minutes.]
RESOLUTION 2006-27/ADDENDUM TO FIRE CONTRACT
Resolution 2006-27 was made by Mr. Gliha and seconded by Mr. Ray to approve an addendum to Article 14, Compensation for Services, of the Munson Fire Contract for a July contract payment in the amount of $72,500, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.

RESIDENT COMPLAINT

Resident Marilyn Kremm of 11435 Orchard Road was present to discuss her concerns about fireworks discharged near her home on June 30 through July 4 and disruptive ATV activity. She spoke by telephone with all three of the trustees prior to the meeting. Mr. Gliha met with Sheriff Dan McClelland to discuss the problem. Sixty-six complaints were called in to the Sheriff’s Department countywide, six from Munson Township. Lieutenant Gary Gribbons was present to represent the sheriff’s department as Deputy Robin Morris was on vacation. He explained that by the time the deputies arrive at the scene, the incident is usually over. The people are warned to cease the activity. Mr. Ray advised the township would like to do something, but is limited on what it can do. Lieutenant Gribbons distributed Deputy Morris’ report of traffic stops, arrests and citations from June 27 through July 12.
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ROAD DEPARTMENT

Superintendent Jim Teichman addressed O.T.A.R.M.A. loss control’s recommendations to dike the fuel tanks at the fire station and maintenance yard and move them further away from the buildings. He looked at the Geauga Transit facilities on Merritt Road. The estimated cost to combine the two fuel stations at one location with a card system for dispensing is $33,000. 

He has two estimates to renovate the hallway and men’s room to provide additional storage space for township records. The Board will look into this further. 

SEPTEMBER NEWSLETTER

Mr. Gliha will write the lead article for a September newsletter.

OUTSIDE MEETINGS

Mr. Gliha met with county engineer Bob Phillips and with Sheriff Dan McClelland.

Mr. Gliha and Mr. Ray attended the Geauga County Planning Commission meeting on July 11, which addressed county riparian setback regulations.

All four elected officials attended the Geauga County Township Association meeting on Wednesday, July 12 hosted by Chardon Township.

BUDGET HEARING

Mrs. Bayer advised that the Geauga County Budget Commission hearing for the 2007 budget will be Thursday, August 10 at 8pm. Mr. Ray and Mr. Bushman will check their schedules to see if they can attend.

MOCCASIN FALLS BRIDGE 

Resident Eleanor Semenik showed the Board a photograph of a drainage problem at the Moccasin Falls Bridge on Fowlers Mill Road. The water flowing off the road does not go through the drain hole. All water going north of the bridge is coming across the road on the east side of the bridge. 

EXECUTIVE SESSION 

Mr. Gliha moved and Mr. Ray seconded to go into executive session at 7:37pm for personnel, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.

The meeting resumed at 8:23pm.

WORKSHOPS SET

Mr. Ray moved and Mr. Gliha seconded to hold a workshop to discuss the cemetery sexton position on Monday, August 7, 2006 at 5:30pm, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.

Mr. Ray moved and Mr. Gliha seconded to hold a workshop with the fire department immediately following, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.

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The meeting was called to order at 6:05pm by Chairman Frank Gliha, with Trustees Todd Ray and Andy Bushman and Fiscal Officer Patricia A. Bayer present. Mr. Gliha opened with the Pledge of Allegiance. Correspondence and the fiscal officer’s June monthly report were available for review. The Board signed warrants 5141-5152 dated 6/30/06 totaling $323,727.49 between meetings and warrants 5153-5162 dated 7/10, 7/11/06 totaling $1,350.60 at the July 10 workshop. Warrants 5150 & 5151 were voided as they were misprinted. The board signed warrants 5163-5178 dated 7/12/06 totaling $7,204.39 and EFT vouchers for the bi-weekly payroll dated 7/14/06 totaling $8,967.70.  Warrant 1211 dated 7/12/06 in the amount of $6,074.29 was signed to transfer EMS collections from the Fifth Third lockbox to Middlefield Bank.

MINUTES

The June 27, 2006 minutes were tabled for further review.

EMMONS PAVILION
Mr. Bushman moved and Mr. Ray seconded to approve use of the Emmons pavilion for a family reunion (Little) on September 16, 2006 from 11am to 5pm for approximately 50-55 people, $25 fee, $25 security deposit, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried. 

Mr. Ray moved and Mr. Gliha seconded to approve use of pavilion #2 for a family picnic (Teichman) on August 13, 2006 from 11am-7pm, approx. 60, $25 fee, $25 security deposit, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.

COMMUNITY ROOM
Mr. Bushman moved and Mr. Ray seconded to approve use of the community room for rug hooking (Webster) on July 28, August 25, September 22, 2006 from 10am-4pm, approx. 5, and to waive the fees, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.
Mr. Bushman moved and Mr. Ray seconded to approve use of the community room and kitchen for a BSA Troop 91 Spaghetti Dinner (Blankenship) on September 23, 2006 from 10am-9pm, and to waive the fees, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.

FIRE DEPARTMENT
Fire Chief Bernie Harchar asked the trustees to attend the countywide pandemic influenza table top exercise to be held at Geauga Hospital on July 26 from 9am to 2pm. Mr. Ray agreed to attend as he will be available during the day that week. 

Let the record reflect the trustees met in workshop with the fire department on Monday, July 10, 2006 at 6pm.  Jim DeLucas of the Burnham and Flower Agency answered questions about incorporating some of the fire department’s coverage in the township O.T.A.R.M.A. policy.  Mr. Harchar reported the fire department is working through the subjects that were raised at the workshop and waiting for the final numbers from the insurance companies. Mrs. Bayer spoke with an underwriter from The Frank Gates Company and was told that the fire department cannot be included in the township’s workers compensation group rating because the fire employees are paid under a different tax ID number.

SCRAP TIRE REIMBURSEMENT FORM

Mr. Gliha signed the Geauga-Trumbull Solid Waste Management District 2006 Scrap Tire Grant reimbursement form requesting reimbursement for expenses in the amount of $1,436.74.

ROAD DEPARTMENT

The Board reviewed a letter dated July 6, 2006 from the Ohio Department of Transportation requesting use of Rockhaven, Fowlers Mill, and Sherman Roads for a detour during the summer of 2008 while the bridge is replaced on Mayfield Road between Rockhaven and Fowlers Mill. The board will request a meeting with an ODOT representative to discuss alternate routes.

Superintendent Jim Teichman advised he was told by the county never to work in the county road right-of-way again. They removed the pipe on Wilson Mills Road which the township installed for Mr. Gobec. Resident Bill Zoller of Sherman Road inquired about placement of speed limit signs.
GEAUGA SAFETY COUNCIL

Mr. Bushman reported he attended the first Geauga Safety Council meeting on July 7 in Middlefield. The topic was workers compensation fraud in the workplace. Safety council members will be required to submit two reports each year; the first report is due July 15.

BUDGET HEARING
Mr. Gliha opened the budget hearing at 6:30pm.  It concluded at 6:45pm.

RESOLUTION 2006-26/2007 BUDGET
Resolution 2006-26 was made by Mr. Ray and seconded by Mr. Gliha to approve the 2007 budget in the amount of $2,652,350.00, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.
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PARKS
Park Board member Tim Kearns reported that the construction of the park pavilion shelters at the Scenic River and Nero Preserve will be delayed because of the Soil and Water requirements for rain gardens to mitigate the water run-off. He asked the board to approve an addendum to extend the shelters’ contract completion date to August 31 in case there are weather delays.

Mr. Ray moved and Mr. Bushman seconded to approve the park pavilion shelter extension to August 31, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried. The board signed the addendum.

Mr. Kearns asked the board for a final decision on the bomb shelter located on the Scenic River property. The Board advised it should be covered up. 

Mr. Kearns submitted a quote for four grills, two for Scenic River and two for the Nero Preserve, at a cost of $840.00. 

Mr. Bushman moved and Mr. Ray seconded to purchase four grills for $840.00 from David Williams & Associates, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.

Mr. Kearns submitted a quote from Auburn Fence to fence the lake at Scenic River with four 32-foot sections at a total cost of $1,097. Mr. Teichman said the road department can purchase the materials and construct and erect the fence for a lower cost. Mr. Kearns requested eleven signs for the parks, two “park rules” signs, one for Scenic River and one for Nero, “fishing, catch and release only” for Scenic River, one handicapped parking sign for Nero and one for Scenic River, a “no swimming” sign for Scenic River, an “attention, no small children beyond this point without adult supervision” sign recommended by the prosecutor’s office to be erected on the fence at Scenic River, and four signs to identify the rain gardens. The signs for the rain gardens will be as small as possible on wooden posts. Mrs. Bayer suggested that two “handicapped parking” signs be erected at the Township Park. Mr. Kearns advised that twelve eight foot picnic tables for the new pavilions would cost $1,348. Mr. Teichman recommended that the materials be purchased from Carter Lumber and that the road department construct the tables to reduce the cost. 

SIKTBERG CLAIM

The board reviewed a request from Robin Siktberg for restitution for damage to the side mirror on her car.

Mr. Bushman moved and Mr. Gliha seconded to file a claim with O.T.A.R.M.A. per letter dated June 24, 2006 from Robin Siktberg, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.

ROAD TREATMENT

Mr. Teichman advised there is a new treatment for roads made from soybeans used to extend the life of the asphalt.  He asked for the board’s approval to travel to Lorain to see an application of the treatment. 

Mr. Ray moved and Mr. Bushman seconded to authorize the road superintendent to travel to Lorain to see the treated roads, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.

Mr. Gliha moved and Mr. Ray seconded to approve the encumbrance sheet for July 11, 2006, as follows:
