MUNSON TOWNSHIP TRUSTEES REGULAR MEETING

Tuesday, August 22, 
06

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Chairman Frank Gliha with Trustees Todd Ray and Andy Bushman and Fiscal Officer Patricia A. Bayer present. The Pledge of Allegiance was recited. Correspondence was available for review. Warrants 5266-5276 dated 8/19/06 totaling $3,077.37 were signed between meetings. Warrants 5277-5294 dated 8/21, 8/22, and 8/25/06 totaling $715,759.72 were signed. Fifth Third Warrant 1213 dated 8/10/06 totaling $14,780.16 was signed between meetings to transfer EMS collections from the lockbox to Middlefield Bank. Fifth Third warrant 1214 dated August 23, 2006 in the amount of $16,412.20 was signed at the meeting. Payroll vouchers 121-130 for the bi-weekly payroll dated 8/25/06 totaling $9,684.86 were signed.

EMMONS PAVILION
Mr. Bushman moved and Mr. Ray seconded to approve use of the Emmons pavilion for a family party (DeJohn) on August 20, 2006 from 11am-7pm, for approx. 30 persons, $25 fee, $25 security deposit, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.

Mr. Bushman moved and Mr. Ray seconded to approve use of the Emmons pavilion for a graduation party (Lines) on September 3, 2006 from 5pm-dark, approx. 150 persons, $25 fee, $25 security deposit, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.

Mr. Bushman moved and Mr. Ray seconded to approve use of the Emmons pavilion for a birthday party (Stukbauer) on September 30, 2006 from 2-6pm, approx. 25 persons, $25 fee, $25 security deposit, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.

Mr. Bushman moved and Mr. Ray seconded to approve use of the Emmons pavilion for a Geauga Lyric Theatre annual picnic (Wiesner) on August 27, 2006 from noon-5pm, approx. 50, $25 security deposit, and to waive the $25 fee, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.

COMMUNITY ROOM
Let the record reflect the community room was used for a cub scout meeting (Kacvinsky) on August 14, 2006 at 7pm, no fee.

Mr. Bushman moved and Mr. Ray seconded to approve use of the community room for a speaker from Israel (Pranno) on September 10, 2006 from 1-6pm, for approx. 35 persons, and to waive the fees, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.

Mr. Bushman moved and Mr. Ray seconded to approve use of the community room for a birthday party (Herman) on December 2, 2006 all day, for approx. 100 persons, $75 room, $50 kitchen, $250 security deposit, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.

Mr. Bushman moved and Mr. Ray seconded to approve use of the community room for an AFS Area Team meeting (Morris) on December 10, 2006 from 3-8pm, for approx. 30 persons, and to waive the fees, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.

Mr. Bushman moved and Mr. Ray seconded to approve use of the community room for a Riverbend Homeowners Association meeting (Loes) on September 5, 2006 at 7:30pm, for approx. 40 persons, and to waive the fees, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.

TOWNSHIP GROUNDS & PAVILION LEASE

Let the record reflect the Chardon Middle School Cross Country teams used the Munson Twp. Park grounds and pavilion for practices on August 21 and August 22, 2006 from 7-10am.

ROAD REPORT
Road Superintendent Jim Teichman submitted a list of roads to be striped this fall.

Mr. Ray moved and Mr. Gliha seconded to approve the striping of the edge lines and center lines of Wye Road from Butternut to Rockhaven, Rockhaven Road from Wye to Sherman, Sherman Road from Fowlers Mill to Heath, and Fowlers Mill Road from Mayfield to Mulberry by Aero-Mark, Inc. not to exceed $11,000, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.

The Trustees authorized the road superintendent to interview for a truck driver and mechanic to replace Charles Cox.  Mr. Teichman informed the board that resident Siegfried Besser who donated the landscaping at the Township Park has offered to replace plants and trim others as needed. Mr. Teichman will prepare a list of roads to be forwarded to the county engineer for estimates for next year’s resurfacing and micro-surfacing projects. Concrete slabs need to be replaced on Legend Creek Drive, a concrete road. Some of the repair work should be done this year. He advised that he has depleted his normal stock pile of materials and that he was concerned that the condition of the township roads would begin to slide backward due to a continued lack of funding. The road department crew working on Fowlers Mill Road was nearly struck by a Notre Dame Cathedral Latin student driver. He asked a member of the board to contact the school to ask the students to slow down while the men are at work. He asked for encumbrances to Babin Building Solutions to replace a sash window on the second floor of the fire station and to Smith Excavating in the amount of $3,000 to purchase a used tagalong trailer. The cost of a new trailer is

$10,000. Mr. Gliha asked the road department to trim around the signs more frequently and noted that the signs need to be painted. The roofing company re-roofed the baseball storage building instead of the multi-purpose building. The three maintenance buildings and the multi-purpose storage building are scheduled to be repainted. The baseball storage building should be repainted to match the other buildings and he will contact the baseball league regarding this.

POLICE CONTRACT REPORT

Deputy Robin Morris gave her report of citations and traffic stops for the month of July. Mr. Gliha will contact NDCL regarding student drivers.

RESIDENT COMPLAINT
Residents Bob Mormile of 11433 Wilson Mills Road and Dennis Mezerkor, 11427 Wilson Mills Road, were present to respond to accusations which appeared in the newspaper that they were disturbing the neighborhood with fireworks, excessive ATV use, and open burning. A dialog took place among the Mezerkors, Mormiles and neighbor Marilyn Kremm. 

KLA RISK MANAGEMENT AND CONSULTING/ROAD SAFETY

Kim Arnold of KLA Consulting, which does risk management for OTARMA’s township insurance clients, was present at the request of the trustees to discuss road safety. She discussed the hazard of cell phone use while driving and recommended the use of “hands free” phones. She discussed stop signs, driver inattention, personal safety, and the importance of uniformly adhering to the standards set in the sign manuals. The trustees should exercise caution to address all similar hazards the same throughout the township. As a service to townships, KLA will look at the frequency and severity of issues or their potential for problems. Mr. Ray advised that the presence of law enforcement is beneficial and noted the township has a contract with the sheriff’s department for additional patrol. Fire Chief Bernie Harchar advised that since the stop light was erected at the corner of Bass Lake and 322, the frequency and severity of the accidents at that corner has declined.  Kay Smith of 10792 Sherman Road discussed speed and visibility issues on Sherman Road. 

CORRIGAN MEMORIAL

Resident Dave Strichko advised that he was collecting petitions to ask the trustees to dedicate a township ball field or provide another suitable memorial in memory of the Corrigans who were tragically killed in an automobile accident near the corner of Butternut Road and Route 44. He agreed to contact their relatives to get their wishes before presenting the petition to the trustees. 

SCHMIDT VARIANCE FEE

The board addressed a letter from Anne E. Schmidt dated August 2, 2006 requesting a refund of $300 of their $600 variance fee for a deck. Two variances were required because their home in Bass Lake Community is on two parcels.

Mr. Ray moved and Mr. Gliha seconded to refund $300 of the $600 variance fee to Anne E. Schmidt, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.

FIRE CHIEF’S REPORT

A workshop will be scheduled to discuss the fire contract. Fire Chief Bernie Harchar advised ladder truck 4044 is out of service for a month in order to be repainted. KME, which sold the township the vehicle, will pay for it.

RESOLUTION 2006-30/INHERITANCE TAX ADVANCE
Resolution 2006-30 was made by Mr. Gliha and seconded by Mr. Ray to request an advance of the inheritance tax collected during the month of July per letter dated August 16, 2006 from the Geauga County Treasurer, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.

RESOLUTION 2006-31/ACCEPTING AMOUNTS AND RATES
Resolution 2006-31 was made by Mr. Ray and seconded by Mr. Gliha accept the amounts and rates as determined by the county budget commission and authorize the necessary tax levies and certify them to the county auditor, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.

SEXTON APPOINTMENT

Mr. Ray moved and Mr. Gliha seconded to appoint Paula Friebertshauser as the township sexton with compensation at her current hourly rate of pay of $17.00 per hour for up to 4-8 additional hours per week based on the work load, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.

ADELPHIA CANCELLATION OF BOND

Mr. Bushman moved and Mr. Ray seconded to accept the surety bond from Time Warner and to sign the cancellation of the Adelphia bond, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.
TOWNSHIP PARKS

The township has received two letters of interest for the park board and will schedule interviews. 
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COMPUTER AND PROJECTOR

The Zoning Commission requested a lap top computer and projector to run power point programs. Zoning Inspector Tim Kearns will research available equipment and submit a quote to the trustees.

OUTSIDE MEETINGS

All four elected officials attended the Munson Township Community Day picnic on Saturday, August 19 at the Munson Township Park. 

Mr. Ray attended a Western Reserve Land Conservancy meeting on Wednesday, August 16.

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The meeting was called to order at 6:00pm by Vice-chairman Todd Ray with Trustee Andy Bushman and Fiscal Officer Patricia A. Bayer present. Trustee Frank Gliha was absent due to a family illness. Mr. Ray opened with the Pledge of Allegiance. Correspondence and the Clerk’s Monthly Report for July 2006 were available for review. Warrants 5222-5227 dated 8/7/06 and 8/8/06 totaling $292.97 were signed at the August 7 workshop. Warrants 5228-5265 dated 8/11/06 totaling $22,015.74 were signed at the meeting. [Warrant 5237 was voided.] Payroll vouchers 111-120 for the bi-weekly payroll dated 8/11/06 totaling $9,397.20 were signed.

Mr. Ray asked for a moment of silence to remember the Corrigan Family, Paul, Kelly, Logan and Braden, who were tragically killed in a car accident near the corner of Butternut Road on Route 44 on Saturday, August 5. The board has received calls and e-mails from the community asking the township to establish a public memorial for the family.

COMMUNITY ROOM
Mr. Bushman moved and Mr. Ray seconded to approve use of the community room for a cub scout roundup (Baldwin) on September 12, 2006 at 7pm for approximately 20 persons, and to waive the fees, with both trustees voting yes on the roll call. Motion carried.

Mr. Bushman moved and Mr. Ray seconded to lease the Munson Township Park grounds and pavilion to the Chardon Local Schools for Middle School Cross Country practice (Hanlon) on August 22, 2006 from 7-8:30am, and to waive the fees, with both trustees voting yes on the roll call. Motion carried.

Mr. Bushman moved and Mr. Ray seconded to lease the Munson Township Park grounds and pavilion to the Chardon Local Schools for a Middle School Cross Country meet (Hanlon) on August 29, 2006 from 4-7pm, and to waive the fees, with both trustees voting yes on the roll call. Motion carried.

SOCCER FIELD LEASE

Mr. Bushman moved and Mr. Ray seconded to lease the Munson Township Park football/soccer fields to the Chardon Munson Soccer Club for practice, and recreational and competitive games from August 20 to November 4, 2006, Tuesdays from 5:30-8pm, Wednesdays from 6-8pm, Saturdays from 7:30am-8pm, and Sundays from 10am-4pm, and to waive the fees, with both trustees voting yes on the roll call. Motion carried. [The soccer club will coordinate field use with the cross country team on August 29.]

CEMETERY DEED
The Board signed a cemetery deed to Pam Blair for Maple Hill III Cemetery, Lot 335, Graves 9, 10, and 11.

RESOLUTION 2006-29/FUND TRANSFER
Resolution 2006-29 was made by Mr. Ray and seconded by Mr. Bushman to transfer funds in the General, Road and Bridge, and the Ambulance and Emergency Medical funds in the Permanent Appropriation, with both trustees voting yes on the roll call. Motion carried. [The resolution in its entirety is included on a separate page as part of the minutes.] 

PEAIRS CONCRETE DRIVEWAY APPROACH 
Ron and Marsha Peairs of 12981 Bass Lake Road submitted three quotes to replace the concrete approach to their driveway located on the southeast corner of Bean Road; the lowest quote was $1,750 from Philip Miller Construction. Mr. Peairs explained that the quotes are high because replacing the existing driveway culvert will make it a two-day project. Mr. Ray felt the township had an obligation to help with the cost, but did not believe the township should pay the full amount. He suggested that the existing pipe be allowed to live out its expectancy to lower the cost. Mr. Teichman advised that the allowance to pave the driveway approaches with asphalt, which is included in the road resurfacing contract, is approximately $500 per driveway. 

Mr. Ray moved and Mr. Bushman seconded to reimburse the Peairs $500 toward the cost of replacing the concrete apron at their driveway at 12981 Bass Lake Road, located on Bean Road, with both trustees voting yes on the roll call. Motion carried. 
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ROAD REPORT

Road Superintendent Jim Teichman requested funds to re-roof the multi-storage building, to paint the three maintenance buildings and the multi-storage building, and to purchase four horns and a 100 AMP amplifier for the portable PA system for use at the Community Picnic.

Mr. Ray moved and Mr. Bushman seconded to approve an encumbrance to George Lashley Builders to re-roof the township 24’ x 24’ multi-storage building not to exceed $700.00, with both trustees voting yes on the roll call. Motion carried.

Mr. Ray moved and Mr. Bushman seconded to approve an encumbrance to Northcoast College Painters for labor and materials to paint Maintenance Buildings #1 and #2, the salt shed, and the multi storage building, not to exceed $5,600.00, with both trustees voting yes on the roll call. Motion carried.

Mr. Ray moved and Mr. Bushman seconded to approve an encumbrance to 1 Rocker Audio for four horns and a 100AMP amplifier not to exceed $370.00, with both trustees voting yes on the roll call. Motion carried.

Mr. Ray attended the Pandemic Influenza Table Top Exercise held at the UHHS Geauga Community Hospital on Wednesday, July 26 from 9am-2pm.

Mr. Bushman attended the Geauga Safety Council meeting on Friday, August 4. The topic was “Emergency Preparedness”.
