POLICE PATROL CONTRACT
Deputy Heather Harchar introduced Deputy Chris Weber who will take over patrolling the township. Mr. Gliha reported that he met with Deputy Weber and Sheriff Dan McClelland September 5 to go over trouble spots in the township.

FIRE DEPARTMENT

Fire Chief Bernie Harchar informed that Board that resident Paul Tvergyak, one of the founding members of the Munson Fire Department, died and will be buried on Friday. The fire department will escort the casket. The rotted fuel tank in Tanker #4033 will be replaced and the new tank coated before it is installed. Squad #4056 was repainted at an approximate cost of $2,200. He requested $3,000 to repaint Squad #4052. The paint for the squads is a baked finish and will help with corrosion. The underbody will be treated on both squads at an undercoating facility. The fire trucks are too large for the facility. The fire department bought a pressure sprayer and will begin spraying underneath the vehicles beginning in October. The fire department can mist, but cannot do fluid treatments as there is no recoup system to catch the waste water. 

Mr. Gliha moved and Mr. Ray seconded to allow the Fire Chief to have Squad #4052 sent out for painting at a cost not to exceed $3,000.00, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.
FIRE DEPARTMENT STORAGE BUILDING

Mr. Teichman and Mr. Harchar met with Jim Dominic of the Western Reserve Pole Building Company today for an estimate and to go over preliminary specifications for the fire department storage building. In order to reduce the cost, the building will have truss rafters in place of a
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second floor storage attic with stairs. There will be two insulated 10 x 12 garage doors and two man doors. One end on the overhang will be closed in. The vinyl siding will match the color of the fire station building. Architectural plans will be needed. The estimated cost was faxed to the township prior to the meeting and came in over $25,000. The trustees asked if the project would need to be bid out. Mr. Gliha cautioned against hurrying the project. Mr. Harchar will get additional quotes and come back to the trustees.

ROAD REPORT

Road superintendent Jim Teichman reported that the micro-surfacing was done and that striping would commence on September 13 and would be done in one day.  Sixty-nine of the 120 township roads have been crack sealed. They found some repair spots, one by the Fowlers Mill Bridge and on Beechnut Lane and Rockhaven Road, which they will take care of this week. The roadside mower was repaired and is being reassembled. The roadsides will be mowed one more time. The hydraulic leak in the gradall still needs to be repaired – the department has been busy with crack sealing. Prospective employee Greg DeGreen had his physical on Monday and the results will not be available until Thursday. The Trustees offered to hold a special meeting to get him hired if necessary. 

ROCKHAVEN ROAD DRAINAGE PROBLEM

Mr. Teichman and Bob Griesmer of Geauga Soil and Water met with Mr. and Mrs. Bordonaro and Elsie Leda to discuss the drainage problems at their properties on Rockhaven Road.  Mr. Griesmer said that the natural watershed sheds 50 acres into that one location. It is not possible to make water flow one hundred percent efficiently in a marshy bog area and there have been especially heavy rains this year. The wetlands is doing its job. He made two suggestions. One, to upsize the pipe on the Leda property. Mr. Teichman noted that the township increased the pipe size at the road from 15 to 18 inches. Elliptical pipe could be considered but it is more expensive. A second suggestion was to install an earthen dike at the Ledas property. Mr. Teichman said everyone would have to agree on this as the township would be working outside the road right-of-way. Mr. Griesmer did not recommend ditching the east side of the road. Mr. Teichman told the residents that he would shoot the grade at the bridge to make sure there is a positive fall, ditch if necessary, and keep an eye on the situation. Mr. Gliha suggested that the residents come to the next meeting to close the issue. 

WOMENSAFE DONATION

Mr. Bushman reported that the cost for a 9 x 9 brick for the Womensafe Building is $100. The bricks will go on the inside of the building. The trustees wished to do a larger brick for Betsy Poutasse. Questions were raised if the donation would set a precedent. Resident Sophie Horvath explained that Betsy Poutasse and her husband founded Womensafe by first responding to one woman’s needs, then taking women into their homes and recruiting others to do the same. Mr. Ray noted that the Womensafe building was being erected in Munson Township. 

Mr. Gliha moved and Mr. Ray seconded to make a donation to Womensafe in the name of Betsy Poutasse not to exceed $200, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried. Mr. Bushman will check on the size of the brick and make suggestions for the inscription. 

COMMUNITY DAY APPRECIATION

Mr. Gliha moved and Mr. Ray seconded to give a thank-you award to the following staff members for their services for Community Day, Jim Teichman, $250, Paula Friebertshauser, $500, Judy Toth, $250, Tim Kearns, $100, with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.

208 WATER QUALITY PLAN

Gerry Morgan from Geauga County Water Resources brought in the 208 Water Quality Plan map, designated as Exhibit A, and a memorandum of understanding to be executed between the township trustees and the county commissioners.

Mr. Gliha moved and Mr. Ray seconded to accept the committee’s plan for waste water treatment in Munson Township, which is the Northeast Ohio 208 Water Quality Management Plan [Exhibit A], with a unanimous vote. Motion carried.

Mr. Gliha moved and Mr. Ray seconded to enter into a memorandum of understanding with the Geauga County Board of Commissioners regarding sewer service to the areas delineated on the map, with a unanimous vote.
