Zoning Commission

Minutes of January 22, 2007
Chairman Ted Berr called the meeting to order at 7pm. In attendance were: Ron Atkinson, Ed Hren, Jim Tekavec, Mike Vielhaber, Zoning Inspector Tim Kearns and Secretary Paula Friebertshauser.
Mike Vielhaber was sworn in by Mr. Berr for a new five-year term.

Ed Hren moved and Ron Atkinson seconded that Jim Tekavec be nominated as Chairman for 2007. Motion carried. Jim Tekavec moved and Ed Hren seconded that Mike Vielhaber be nominated for Vice-Chair. Motion carried. 

Ted Berr moved and Ed Hren seconded to approve the December 18, 2007 meeting minutes. Motion carried.
Correspondence reviewed: January 2007 Zoning Bulletin; Winter 07 Common Ground issue; notification of land use workshop; and December Zoning Certificate listing.

Members reviewed paperwork for a proposed amendment to conditional use standards Sec. 801.2.

Ted Berr moved that an amendment to the Munson Township Zoning Resolution, identified as number 2007-01 consisting of 1 page, marked Exhibit A and attached hereto and incorporated herein as though fully rewritten, be hereby initiated by the Munson Township Zoning Commission this 22nd day of January, 2007. Mike Vielhaber seconded said motion. Upon the roll being called, the vote of the members of the zoning commission was unanimous, motion carried.

Ron Atkinson moved that the Munson Township Zoning Commission conduct a public hearing on the proposed amendment, identified as number 2007-01, to the Munson Township Zoning Resolution as attached hereto on the 26th of February, 2007 at 7pm at the Munson Township Hall, 12210 Auburn Road, Munson Township. Ed Hren seconded the motion. Upon the roll being called, the vote of the members of the zoning commission was unanimous, motion carried.

Jim Tekavec moved that the Munson Township Zoning Commission hereby submits the attached copy of the motion for a proposed amendment identified as number 2007-01 to the Munson Township Zoning Resolution with attached text pertaining thereto to the Geauga County Planning Commission this 22nd day of January 2007. Motion carried.
All of the above documents are attached as part of the minutes.

Tim Kearns distributed the December Zoning Certificate listing. He read a definition of “family” from the City of Shaker Heights. Mr. Tekavec felt it was too narrow by today’s standards. Mr. Hren added that the Board needs to look beyond the definition’s relation to home occupation.

Members reviewed the objectives for 2007. Mr. Kearns said he would like “Minimum Dimensional Requirements” dropped from the list. Mr. Hren commented he would have the language for driveways next month. 
In regard to Institutional, Mr. Tekavec had spoken with Ms. Sass and she recommended the Board define the issues they want looked at and hire an expert. She also mentioned that Munson is the only township with an institutional district. Mr. Tekavec felt the Board should go through it themselves at a meeting or workshop. Mr. Hren added that he was talking with a lawyer who suggested contacting a planner because it would be less expensive. Mr. Tekavec felt they would get stuck with the same issues as looking for an attorney. Mr. Atkinson commented that some time has passed and maybe in looking at the issue again it would be clearer. Mr. Kearns questioned the need to look at the institutional district. The Board brought him up-to-date on past issues. Mr. Atkinson explained that at one point Heather Hill was going to expand into a wellness community, and Don Zambory did maps of the property. There are density concerns. If the map cannot be found, Mr. Kearns offered to get a map made from the Planning Commission.

Mr. Tekavec felt the Board should address a small portion of the model versus the township’s zoning resolution at each meeting.

The next meeting is scheduled for February 26, 2007 at 7pm. and will include the public hearing for amendment 2007-01.
The meeting was adjourned at 8:45pm.
