Munson Township 
Zoning Commission Meeting

Minutes of November 26, 2007 

Chairman Jim Tekavec opened the meeting at 7:07pm. Ron Atkinson, Ted Berr, Ed Hren, Mike Vielhaber, Secretary Paula Friebertshauser, and Zoning Inspector Tim Kearns were present. 
Ron Atkinson moved and Ed Hren seconded to approve the minutes of October 15, 2007. Motion carried. 

Correspondence Reviewed: October Zoning Certificate Listing; Board of Zoning Appeals Minutes of 10/18/07; Zoning Bulletins 10/15 & 11/1; Common Ground Fall 2007 Issue.
Zoning Inspector, Tim Kearns distributed the October Zoning Certificate listing. He explained there were two variances– UHHS which was continued, and Notre Dame.
Proposed amendment 2007-04 was withdrawn by the Trustees due to a clerical error and returned to the Zoning Commission for reinitiation.

Ed Hren moved that an amendment to the Munson Township Zoning Resolution, identified as number 2007-06 consisting of 1 page, marked Exhibit A and attached hereto and incorporated herein as though fully rewritten, be hereby initiated by the Munson Township Zoning Commission this 26th day of November, 2007. Mike Vielhaber seconded said motion. Upon the roll call all members voted yes. Motion carried.

Ted Berr moved that the Munson Township Zoning Commission conduct a public hearing on the proposed amendment, identified as number 2007-06 to the Munson Township Zoning Resolution as attached hereto on the 26th of November, 2007 at 7pm at the Munson Township Hall, 12210 Auburn Road, Munson Township. Mike Vielhaber seconded the motion and upon the roll call all members voted yes. Motion carried.
Mike Vielhaber moved and Ted Berr seconded that the Munson Township Zoning Commission hereby submits the attached copy of the motion for a proposed amendment identified as number 2007-06 to the Munson Township Zoning Resolution with attached text pertaining thereto to the Geauga County Planning Commission t his 26th day of November 2007. Motion carried.

The above documents in their entirety are attached as part of the minutes.

Mr. Kearns referenced SEC. 804 (Solid Mineral Extraction Operations) and SEC. 808 (Wireless Telecommunications Towers and Facilities) and said he wasn’t sure of the need for these sections in the resolution. A wireless situation came up last week where Verizon wanted to know if there is a fee from the township for maintenance. Mr. Hren responded that the township has no authority because they are a PUCO, it would be the FCC.
Mr. Tekavec brought up that he received information from a client who is a member of the zoning commission in Harpersfield. They are dealing with windmills which they are seeing more and more of. He is waiting to see what they are adopting. Mr. Kearns mentioned that Thompson has them because they have the highest point in the county. Mr. Hren added that they have to be 20 feet above the trees to be effective. Mr. Tekavec commented the township only has a height restriction now, but would need to include the radius of the blades. 

Members then reviewed the 2007 objectives. Mr. Kearns said in regard to parking spaces the other townships seem to have similar language. Mr. Hren thought architects may be able to help. The Model Resolution addresses parking but leaves it up to the township’s discretion to fill in the blanks. Munson’s zoning deals with specific activities whereas the model does not. Mr. Berr felt that the aisle width was more important than space width. He felt 10 x 20 was a ridiculously large space. Cars in the ‘60s and ‘70s were bigger and wider than typical cars today.  
Members reviewed remainder of objectives and decided to delete building measurement. 

Resident George Collins asked the board to consider lighting. He suggested Mr. Kearns check with Chester Township for their language. 

The meeting was adjourned at 8:37pm. The next meeting is scheduled for Monday, December 17th at 7pm.  Mr. Tekavec suggested reviewing the first part of the definitions at that meeting.
