Zoning Commission

Munson Township

December 18, 2006
Chairman Ted Berr opened the public hearing at 7:00pm. Ron Atkinson, Ed Hren, Jim Tekavec, Mike Vielhaber and Secretary Paula Friebertshauser were present

Mr. Berr read proposed amendment 2006-02. He asked Zoning Inspector Mr. Kearns if he ever was confronted with the issue of representation by someone other than the owner. Mr. Kearns responded that recently Nick Trudick from Fowlers Mill Golf Course came in to apply for a variance on the owner’s behalf (NGP Realty in California). 
Mr. Berr read the recommendation from the Geauga County Planning Commission’s letter of December 13, 2006. Members discussed the usage of his/her in the language. The public hearing was closed at 7:20 p.m. with the regular meeting immediately beginning. 

Jim Tekavec moved that the Munson Township Zoning Commission recommend the approval of the proposed amendment (2006-02) to the Munson Township Zoning Resolution as attached hereto. Ron Atkinson seconded the motion and the roll being called the members all voted yes. Motion carried.

Mike Vielhaber moved that the Munson Township Zoning Commission hereby submits the attached recommendation on the proposed amendment, identified as number 2006-02, to the Munson Township Zoning Resolution together with the attached motion and text pertaining thereto, and the attached recommendation of the Geauga County Planning Commission to the Munson Township Board of Township Trustees this 18th day of December 2006. Ed Hren seconded the motion. Motion carried.
The above documents in their entirety are attached as part of the minutes.

Jim Tekavec moved and Ed Hren seconded to approve the minutes of November 20, 2006 as written. Motion carried.

Correspondence Reviewed: Notification of Planning Commission Meeting Dates for 2007; letter from Planning Commission dated 12/13/06 re: Munson Township Zoning Amendment 2006-02; copies of letters from the Planning Commission dated 12/13/06 to Ryan Sommers re: Final Plats of Nottingham Woods and Woodland Creek Subdivisions; Zoning Bulletins 12/10, 12/24, and 2006 Index; Best Local Land Use Workshop-Ohio Lake Erie Commission; Planning Commission’s Agenda for 12/12; ODNR questionnaire; Model Township Zoning Resolution Revision dated 12/6/06 from the Planning Commission; and the November Zoning Certificate Listing.
Mr. Berr explained that with changes in his personal/business life he proposed that Mr. Tekavec move forward in January as Chairman. It was suggested that Mr. Vielhaber be Vice-Chair. The nominations could not take place until January so final decisions would be made then.
In regard to the institutional issue, Mr. Tekavec explained Ms. Sass expressed interest but also has issues. She suggested the board utilizes Mr. Dietrich. From another conversation he had with her Mr. Tekavec suggested to members that they have an informal meeting with Ms. Sass before meeting with Mr. Dietrich. Mr. Hren suggested if members decide to go non-legal they may want to use a land use planner. Mr. Atkinson added that if Ms. Sass refuses perhaps they should go to Mr. Markowicz. Mr. Atkinson felt that someone should contact Mr. Dietrich first and touch base.

Mr. Atkinson mentioned attending the meeting for the water treatment facility on Bass Lake Road. The barn will be 48 feet high.

Mr. Kearns distributed the November zoning certificate listing. He discussed changes to the Conditional Use Zoning Certificate and the resolution. He explained all the current conditional uses are grandfathered. A couple of cases that conditional use was used under are not legal. It was never put in our zoning. He wants to add that they should never be transferred or assigned; and we need to state that the conditional use is good for a set period of time (5 years?). It was agreed to have language prepared for January.

Mr. Hren distributed a drawing representing the driveway proposal. The language would be worked on.

In reference to home occupations listed on the proposed amendments, Mr. Berr mentioned he did not like the idea of listing the home occupations that could be allowed. 
The next zoning meeting will be January 22, 2007 at 7pm.

The meeting was adjourned at 8:30pm.
