  Public Hearing & Regular Meeting

Minutes of February 26, 2007

Chairman Jim Tekavec called the public hearing to order at 7:08pm. He read the proposed amendment and a letter of recommendation from the Geauga County Planning Commission. There was no public comment. The public hearing was closed at 7:11pm and the regular meeting began.

Members discussed re-lettering the proposed standards. Amended paperwork was prepared. Mike Vielhaber moved that the Munson Township Zoning Commission recommend the approval of the following modifications to the proposed amendment (2007-01) to the Munson Township Zoning Resolution as attached hereto. 
k. Any other supplementary requirements as prescribed by the Board of



Zoning Appeals.

l. Conditional uses shall be limited to, and must be implemented in accord


with Sections 802-807.

m. A conditional zoning certificate shall not be transferred or assigned.

n. A conditional zoning certificate for any of the uses provided herein shall


be valid for a period not to exceed five years from the date of issuance.

Ron Atkinson seconded the motion and upon the roll call all members voted yes. Motion carried.
Ted Berr moved that the Munson Township Zoning Commission hereby submits the attached recommendation on the proposed amendment, identified as number 2007-01, to the Munson Township Zoning Resolution together with the attached motion and text pertaining thereto, and the attached recommendation of the Geauga County Planning Commission to the Munson Township Board of Township Trustees this 26th day of February 2007. Jim Tekavec seconded the motion. Motion carried.

The above documents in their entirety are attached as part of the minutes.

Mr. Berr moved and Mr. Hren seconded to accept the minutes of January 22, 2007. Motion carried.

The following correspondence was reviewed: Copy of letter from Planning Commission dated 2/21/07 to Robert Petronzio re: The Reserve at Bass Lake Subdivision Phase 1B; BZA minutes of 12/21/06; Planning Commission letter of 9/21/06 re: Woodland Creek Subdivision Final Plat; Planning Commission letter dated 1/24/06 re: Reserve at Bass Lake Subdivision Phase 1B Amended preliminary plan; Lake, Geauga, Ashtabula Planning & Zoning Workshop Final Report; Planning Commission letter dated 2/21/07 re: Munson Township Zoning Amendment 2007-01; Model Twp Zoning Resolution updated effective 2/22/07; copy of email from Dave Dietrich re: general welfare; and the January Zoning Certificate listing.

Mr. Kearns pointed out the riparian setback included on the plans of The Reserve at Bass Lake. He then presented Kathy Mitchell, Zoning Inspector of Concord Township. She distributed a handout in regard to their architectural review board that is in process. She said that back in May townships were given authority to create a board, or the trustees can delegate to the zoning commission or inspector. Mr. Atkinson felt the Board should consider a sub-committee. Mr. Hren thought they should see if there is any interest in the Fowlers Mill area. Mr. Tekavec asked Mr. Kearns to contact Bob Voss and see if he would be interested in coming to the next meeting for some discussion.

Mr. Kearns presented the January Zoning Certificate listing. At the previous meeting, Mr. Kearns had been asked to look into the institutional district. He presented a map with the total acreage and total square footage. Mr. Atkinson commented they also need to see the Notre Dame property. He suggested there be a workshop. 

Mr. Kearns explained he had a meeting with Ms. Schlag and referred the Board to the definitions of “Junk” and “Junkyard”. Ms. Schlag told him there is no such thing as a cease and desist order. Also, a judge would not accept “two weeks prior”. Mr. Kearns read the model definition. Mr. Tekavec had a problem with the three years or older reference because someone could have a junked brand new car. Under “Junkyard” the Board disagreed with the inclusion of the word “inside”. After further discussion, Mr. Kearns was asked to put some language together for presentation. Mr. Kearns described a situation that has come up. He has taken the prosecutor, fire chief, trustee and building department to the site. 

Members then discussed the water treatment plant and the implementation of JEDD. 

Mike Vielhaber moved that an amendment to the Munson Township Zoning Resolution, identified as number 2007-02 consisting of one page, marked Exhibit A and attached hereto and incorporated herein as though fully rewritten, and an amendment to the Munson Township Zoning Map marked Exhibit B and attached hereto and incorporated herein, be hereby initiated by the Munson Township Zoning Commission this 26th day of February 2007. Ron Atkinson seconded the motion, and upon the roll being called all members voted yes. Motion carried.

Ron Atkinson then moved that the Munson Township Zoning Commission conduct a public hearing on the proposed amendment, identified as number 2007-02, to the Munson Township Zoning Resolution as attached hereto on the 19th of March 2007 at 7pm at the Munson Township Hall, 12210 Auburn Road, Munson Township. Ed Hren seconded the motion and the roll being called, all members voted yes. Motion carried.

A workshop to discuss the institutional district was scheduled for Monday, March 12, 2007 at 7pm. The next regularly scheduled meeting with a public hearing will be Monday, March 19, 2007 at 7pm.

The meeting was adjourned at 10:05pm.
