Munson Township Zoning Commission
Public Hearing & Regular Meeting
Minutes of May 21, 2007 
Chairman Jim Tekavec opened the public hearing at 7:05pm. Ron Atkinson, Ted Berr, Ed Hren, Mike Vielhaber, Secretary Paula Friebertshauser, and Zoning Inspector Tim Kearns were present. 
Mr. Tekavec read a letter of recommendation from the Geauga County Planning Commission dated May 9, 2007, and proposed amendment 2007-03. 

There was no public comment. The public hearing was closed at 7:09 with the regular meeting immediately beginning.

Members discussed the recommendations from the Planning Commission. Mr. Hren thought the building or engineering department should govern related to “the driveway surface shall drain to the roadside ditch and not to the road”. Mr. Hren doesn’t feel anyone in the township is qualified to determine that and the driveway permit is obtained through the county anyway.

Mr. Kearns pointed out that the original sketch had a 30ft. apron instead of 40ft. Mr. Atkinson felt it should be changed to 30ft. as recommended. Mr. Hren commented he would rather have the Fire Chief talk to the Trustees. It was verified that in the amendment process the Trustees are able to modify the language. Mr. Kearns also wanted to discuss the proposed 25 feet from the side yard in relation to driveways, especially at a cul-de-sac. 

After further discussion it was decided that a cover letter would go with the amendment that would state the Board has decided to remove the modifications to Sec. 511 and revisit at a later date. Also, that they would like to schedule a workshop with the Trustees to include the Fire Chief and Road Superintendent before any further action is to be taken.

Ed Hren moved that the Munson Township Zoning Commission recommend the approval of the following modification to the proposed amendment (2007-03) to the Munson Township Zoning Resolution as attached hereto. ​
Deletion of the following:  SECTION 511 Driveways-
Driveways shall be a minimum of twenty-five (25) feet from any lot line, have a minimum width of twelve (12) feet, and a minimum apron width of forty (40) feet at the road pavement. The driveway shall be perpendicular to the roadway for a minimum of twenty (20) feet from the edge of the road pavement.

Mike Vielhaber seconded the motion and the roll being called all members voted yes, motion carried. 

Ted Berr moved and Jim Tekavec seconded that the Munson Township Zoning Commission hereby submits the attached recommendation on the proposed amendment, identified as number 2007-03, to the Munson Township Zoning Resolution together with the attached motion, and text pertaining thereto, and the attached recommendation of the Geauga County Planning Commission to the Munson Township Board of Township Trustees this 21st day of May, 2007. All members voted yes, motion carried.

The documents in their entirety are attached as part of the minutes.

Ed Hren moved and Ted Berr seconded to approve the minutes of April 16, 2007 as written. Motion carried.

Correspondence Reviewed: Geauga County Planning Commission – dated: 5/9 re: Woodland Creek Final Plat, dated: 5/9 re: Zoning Amendment 2007-03, dated 4/23 Model Zoning Revision, dated 5/1 Agenda for May 8th; Zoning Bulletins for March 15 (revised), April 15, and May 1; and April Zoning Certificate Listing.
Mr. Kearns distributed the April Zoning Certificate listing.
Members discussed an architectural review board. Trustee Andy Bushman commented it should apply to all non-residential districts. It was questioned whether the ORC language that allowed Concord to create the board is still in effect, and what a township’s current authority is to establish a board. A letter was drafted to be sent to Ms. Schlag.

Members reviewed the institutional language. Mr. Kearns was asked to provide the setback for the YMCA in reference to Section 407.5 and for Notre Dame for the next meeting.

Trustee Andy Bushman suggested there be a quarterly letter to the trustees advising them of the issues the members are currently working on. 

The meeting was adjourned at 9:07pm. 

The next meeting is scheduled for Monday, June 25th at 7pm.
