Zoning Commission

Munson Township

June 26, 2006

Chairman Ted Berr opened the meeting at 7:00pm. Ron Atkinson, Jim Tekavec, Mike Vielhaber, Trustees Todd Ray and Andy Bushman and Zoning Inspector Tim Kearns were in attendance. Ed Hren and Secretary Paula Friebertshauser were absent.
Correspondence Reviewed: letter from Geauga Soil & Water Conservation dated 6/21/06 re: Nottingham Woods Sub. Plan Review #1; Zoning Bulletin issues 6/10 and 5/25; BZA minutes of 5/18/06; letters from Planning Commission dated 5/24/06 and 6/14/06 re: Nottingham Woods Final Plat and the withdrawal of Nottingham Woods Final Plat; and letter from Dennis Pilawa dated 5/18/06.

Members briefly reviewed initial drawings of Woodland Creek subdivision and a newer redraw of Nottingham Woods subdivision.  

Renewal of subscription to the Zoning Bulletin was presented by Mr. Berr. Mr. Atkinson motioned for renewal of the subscription, and Mr. Tekavec seconded.  Motion carried.
Zoning Inspector Tim Kearns presented his report of two new home permits on Nicole’s Way and one on Grey Friar Way. Mr. Kearns had two questions regarding recent zoning issues that he felt relevant to the group.

What does “temporary” mean from a time perspective when relating to a sign in front of a business?  A local business owner wanted to advertise a new product with a temporary sign and nothing in the current wording appears to directly apply. General consensus was 30 to 60 days is a good limit for a temporary sign display.  Beyond 60 days would be discouraged. 

Regarding corner lots, why is there a 60 ft setback instead of the traditional 40 ft? 

Mr. Kearns recently had a corner lot owner who was 5 feet short of the 60 ft requirement when planning a pool installation, and will need to apply for a variance. With many corner lots in Munson, he felt this issue will surface again.

The early sub-committee reports were discussed and the group felt that “medical use” should be further analyzed with particular attention to moving under “Institutional” as suggested in the sub-committee report.  The group will ask Paula to bind a copy of the report for public display.

Mr. Atkinson suggested that a good next step would be to start screening for an Attorney with experience in township law, who would be interested in reviewing the institutional section of the book.  Mr. Tekavec said he would work on a letter to be sent to local lawyers to gage their interest.

Driveway widths were again discussed.  In order to consider the matter further, a report from the Fire Chief is expected soon, regarding the number of times in recent years in which a large Munson fire truck had to travel up a residential driveway.  It was also suggested this would 
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be a good topic for an article in the newsletter, highlighting the sheer size of the larger fire trucks, and the importance of keeping driveways clear of protruding shrubs and tree limbs.

The next Zoning Meeting was set for Monday, July 17 at 7:00pm.

The meeting was adjourned at 8:45pm.
