Munson Township 
Zoning Commission Meeting
Minutes of June 25, 2007 
Chairman Jim Tekavec opened the meeting at 7:05pm. Ron Atkinson, Ted Berr, Ed Hren, Mike Vielhaber, Secretary Paula Friebertshauser, and Zoning Inspector Tim Kearns were present. 
Ted Berr moved and Ed Hren seconded to approve the minutes of May 21, 2007 as written. Motion carried.
Correspondence Reviewed: letter from Prosecutor’s office dated May 31, 2007 re: Architectural Review Board; and copy of letter from the Planning Commission to Richard Sommers Re: Woodland Creek Subdivision. 
Members discussed the letter from Ms. Schlag regarding an Architectural Review Board. Mr. Hren suggested and members agreed to send a letter to the Trustees letting them know they could set up a board. It would be the member’s recommendation that this is needed for the institutional and commercial districts and they feel the township could benefit from such a board.
Mr. Kearns mentioned that a new commercial entity is coming into the township – Western Reserve Farm Cooperative received a variance to construct a building on Ravenna Road to replace their business in Chardon.
Mr. Kearns then distributed maps requested from the Board of Notre Dame Cathedral Latin and the YMCA. 

Mr. Kearns explained that through the variance process for June, he discovered that a recent amendment to Section 801.2n needs to change in reference to the residential district in the flood prone areas. He believes the residential areas should be exempt from the condition that says “A conditional zoning certificate for any of the uses provided herein shall be valid for a period not to exceed five years from the date of issuance”. Mr. Hren was concerned with eliminating the condition, and gave the example that someone doing landscaping could cause a lot of problems and affect people upstream. He suggested asking the county if someone else is monitoring this sort of thing. Mr. Tekavec directed a letter to be drafted to Dave Dietrich, cc: Becky Schlag saying they have some concerns towards the homeowners in the Flood Prone District and ask if it isn’t regulated by us is it monitored by another entity. 

With the idea of the Western Reserve Farm Co-op coming into the township, Mr. Vielhaber wondered if the township would benefit from someone actively marketing the corridor like Concord Township. Mr. Hren responded that it would fall under someone like a township manager.

Members continued to review the institutional language and decided to table reviewing the resolution vs. the model, home occupation and driveways to continue to focus on institutional.
The meeting was adjourned at 9:03pm. The next meeting is scheduled for Monday, July 16th at 7pm.
