Zoning Commission Meeting
Minutes of July 16, 2007 
Chairman Jim Tekavec opened the meeting at 7:10pm. Ron Atkinson, Ted Berr, Ed Hren, Mike Vielhaber, Secretary Paula Friebertshauser, and Zoning Inspector Tim Kearns were present. 
Ed Hren moved and Ted Berr seconded to approve the minutes of June 25, 2007. Motion carried. Correspondence Reviewed: letter from Chagrin River Watershed Partners re: Funding for Member Comprehensive/Land Use Plan Updates; Zoning Bulletins: 1/1/07 (revised), 5/15, 6/1, and 6/15; May and June Zoning Certificate Listing.
Mr. Kearns distributed the May and June Zoning Certificate listings. He explained that a builder came in who has a client that wants to build a three-story home. Mr. Kearns felt it actually would be considered a four-story structure if a walk-out basement is considered a story as indicated in our definition for basement. He said the fire chief commented if he puts a sprinkler system in on the second and third floors it would be the most protective thing he can do. The chief is thinking about coming to the Zoning Commission regarding sprinkler systems. Mr. Kearns asked the Board to look at the zoning resolution in regard to stories. Mr. Hren commented he wasn’t sure if it mattered as far as basements and stories, but was concerned with where the measurement is taken from in terms of height. Members reviewed the different sections under definitions and supplementary district regulations. Mr. Kearns said he currently measures from the front of the home as indicated in the resolution. Mr. Hren explained if the issue is safety he would measure from the lowest point. Under the definition of building (pg. 2-2) it explains how the measurement is currently taken. Mr. Kearns commented that at one time the chief said they wanted it to the gutter line not the pitch. It was agreed to revisit the issue, Sections 2 and 5.
Mr. Kearns brought up the residential issue under flood prone/conditional use from the previous meeting. He didn’t feel he could go back in five years to a resident andquestion anything and thought it more of a task for a civil manager. Mr. Hren again was concerned with eliminating it because we are giving them conditions with a conditional use. Members discussed the issue at length and reviewed a letter to be sent to Mr. Dietrich and Ms. Schlag for their opinion. 

Members spent the remainder of the evening continuing to review the institutional language. In regard to dwelling size, Mr. Berr felt the Board needs to have a basis for any proposed language. Mr. Atkinson suggested there should be information available for assisted living, i.e. housing codes. Mr. Berr also suggested contacting an architectural firm. Mr. Hren and Mr. Tekavec said they would do some research. The Board also asked Mr. Kearns to check with Mr. Dietrich for occupancy guidelines and limits. Members reviewed the table on pg. 4-20. A rough draft will be prepared for members to work from.

The 2007 objectives list was reviewed. Ms. Friebertshauser is to check with Ms. Toth in regard to a response from the trustees regarding the memo sent on driveways and a suggested meeting with the fire chief. Ms. Friebertshauser was requested to print out Section 202 for members to review at the next meeting.

The meeting was adjourned at 8:58. The next meeting is scheduled for Monday, August 20th at 7pm.
