Munson Township Zoning Commission 
Public Hearing & Regular Meeting

Minutes of September 17, 2007 

Chairman Jim Tekavec opened the public hearing at 7:14pm. Ron Atkinson, Ted Berr, Ed Hren, Secretary Paula Friebertshauser, and Zoning Inspector Tim Kearns were present. 
Mr. Hren read the letter of recommendation in regard to amendment 2007-04 from the Geauga County Planning Commission dated September 12, 2007. 

There was no public comment. Mr. Tekavec closed the public hearing at 7:18pm and the regular meeting immediately followed. Mr. Vielhaber arrived at 7:25pm.

Members reviewed and discussed the Planning Commission’s recommendations.

Ed Hren moved that the Munson Township Zoning Commission recommend the approval of the following modification to the proposed amendment (2007-04) to the Munson Township Zoning Resolution as attached hereto.

801.2 Conditional Use Standards
m. A conditional zoning certificate shall not be transferred or assigned, except


for single family dwellings and accessory buildings and structures thereto,


within the Flood Prone District.

n. A conditional zoning certificate for any of the uses provided herein shall be


valid for a period not to exceed five years from the date of issuance, except for 


single family dwellings and accessory buildings and structures thereto, within


the Flood Prone District.

Mike Vielhaber seconded the motion and upon the roll being called, all members voted in favor. Motion carried.
Ron Atkinson moved that the Munson Township Zoning Commission hereby submits the attached recommendation on the proposed amendment, identified as number 2007-04, to the Munson Township Zoning Resolution together with the attached motion, and text pertaining thereto, and the attached recommendation of the Geauga County Planning Commission to the Munson Township Board of Township Trustees this 17th day of September 2007. Jim Tekavec seconded said motion. All voted in favor. Motion carried.

Ted Berr moved and Ron Atkinson seconded to approve the minutes of August 20, 2007. Motion carried.

Members discussed the rezoning of the water treatment facility site from industrial back to residential.

Jim Tekavec moved that an amendment to the Munson Township Zoning Resolution, identified as number 2007-05 consisting of one page, marked Exhibit A and attached hereto and incorporated herein as though fully rewritten, and an amendment to the Munson Township Zoning Map marked Exhibit B and attached hereto and incorporated herein, be hereby initiated by the Munson Township Zoning Commission this 17th day of September 2007. Ed Hren seconded said motion. Upon the roll being called, all members voted yes, motion carried.

Ted Berr moved that the Munson Township Zoning Commission conduct a public hearing on the proposed amendment, identified as number 2007-05 to the Munson Township Zoning Resolution as attached hereto on the 15th of October, 2007 at 7pm at the Munson Township Hall, 12210 Auburn Road, Munson Township. Mike Vielhaber seconded the motion and the roll being called, all members voted yes, motion carried.

Mike Vielhaber moved that the Munson Township Zoning Commission hereby submits the attached copy of the motion for a proposed amendment identified as number 2007-05 to the Munson Township Zoning Resolution with attached text and map pertaining thereto to the Geauga County Planning Commission this 17th day of September 2007. Jim Tekavec seconded the motion and all members voted yes, motion carried.

Zoning Inspector’s Report

Mr. Kearns distributed the August Zoning Certificate listing. He called the Board’s attention to Section 521.1b Number of Parking Spaces Required – Commercial or Recreational Facilities – One per 100 square feet of floor area. Mr. Kearns felt it is something the members may want to review. Mr. Hren agreed it seems excessive. He suggested Mr. Kearns look around and see what everyone else has and review the model. Mr. Kearns also brought up the fact that Fowlers Mill Golf Course is for sale. 

Trustee Todd Ray was present to discuss the latest developments with University Hospital and Heather Hill. Mr. Ray commented that Mr. Bushman had pointed out that maybe UHHS would sell the parcel to the developer, but have easements to tie into the sewer system. This would make the sewer treatment a public entity. 
Mr. Kearns mentioned he had requested a letter of intent from CT Consulting but had not received it yet. They wanted to get in by the September 28th filing deadline for the Board of Zoning Appeals. It is his understanding they want to buy 10 acres with a driveway off of Mayfield Road which would involve ODOT. Mr. Kearns commented they are coming in to meet with him on the 26th. 

Mr. Ray offered to contact them with concerns that the township has now. Mr. Tekavec questioned what the total amount of open acreage is and if they need 100 contiguous acres in ownership. Mr. Kearns wanted to know if they are selling the property or leasing it. Mr. Ray commented it was indicated to him that it would be UHHS’ intention to sell it so it would be taxable income for Munson.
Mr. Hren felt UHHS should provide an exhibit that shows the 60/40 coverage. If they can’t show it the application would be incomplete. Mr. Tekavec added it would be in their best interest to put everyone together in a workshop atmosphere. Mr. Ray agreed to call UHHS the next day and give them an idea of what the township is looking for. He felt it would be nice to come out of this situation with assurance that the remaining property would be set aside as intended in our zoning. 

Members then reviewed the 2007 objectives and agreed to send a draft on the institutional language to Becky Schlag and Dave Dietrich for their informal review.

The meeting was adjourned at 9:21pm. The next meeting is scheduled for Monday, October 15th at 7pm.
