MUNSON TOWNSHIP

CEMETERIES  RULES
The cemeteries’ normal hours from daylight to dusk will be observed.
No parking on the grass. Only vehicles on cemetery business will be allowed to park on the cemetery driveways.

All deeds will be verified by a trustee or sexton before funeral arrangements are made.

Two interments are allowed on a single gravesite, one burial and one cremains or two cremains.

All burials shall be enclosed in a concrete vault.

No glass jars or vases allowed. Fresh flowers will be removed at the discretion of the township.

Small plantings will be allowed if approved by a trustee or sexton.

All shrubs, trees, etc., will be trimmed at the township’s discretion.

All artificial flowers, wreaths, and decorations will be removed between April 1 and May 1 to prepare cemeteries for Memorial Day.
All foundations for headstones will be put in by the township.

Foundation is free for a veteran’s service plaque.

Veterans’ flags will be displayed for a reasonable time for Memorial Day. 

These flags are the property of Munson Township.

Our cemeteries are a memorial to the people of Munson Township. 
We have over 140 veterans buried in these cemeteries. Please show your respect to all. Any act of vandalism should be reported immediately. The township will prosecute. Any suggestions for improving our cemeteries can be made to the Township Trustees or Sexton – 440-286-9255.
